must be >55% of the cost of all components
o Waivers only if applying requirement is not in the public interest, materials are not available,
or meeting requirement would increase overall project cost by >25% (to be reviewed every 5
years)
o Requires Federal agencies to identify “deficient programs” not meeting the new Federal
government-wide Buy America requirement
