Status of Water Reuse Regulation Development
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 The draft regulation creates a new section in 
20.6 NMAC titled Part 8 – Ground and Surface 
Water Protection – Supplemental 
Requirements for Water Reuse.

 This section will house reuse requirements for:
 Direct and Indirect Potable Reuse.
 Reclaimed Wastewater.
 Industrial Graywater.
 Produced Water (Outside OCD jurisdiction)
 Desalination.
