Reduces the need for remedial courses at the college level. 
Shortens time to a diploma or degree completion.
Reduces the cost of higher education.
Reinforces the concept of life-long learning through an educational 

continuum.
Provides an alternative for students tempted to leave high school to 

enter the workforce.

Partnerships
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Bringing college into high school by simultaneously offering students the opportunity to earn a high school diploma and a college-level credential and/or degree. 
Programming includes meaningful work-based learning experiences that align with sectors of New Mexico’s economy, and a structured Career and Technical Education (CTE) sequence that leads to credentials recognized by business and industry (such as welding, IT, culinary, accounting, etc.)

The NTU Dual Credit Coordinator works with an assigned school counselor to identify courses, teachers, and students to participate in the DC program. Schools purchase books and tools themselves. Syllabus has to be the same as what is used at NTU. A majority of the courses are delivered at the high school by the school teachers who are approved by the Dean of Instruction (same credentials as NTU faculty). Some courses are offered online by NTU faculty.
NM DC agreements are for 3 years and renewed prior to expiration date by the NTU Board of Regents and the. school district superintendent or principal



 NTU offers courses that fulfill the General Education Requirements of 
College degrees and Certificate Programs. 

 These courses are part of the general education common core eligible for 
transfer among New Mexico postsecondary institutions pursuant to 
Subsection D of 21-1B-3 NMSA 1978.

 This approach ensures that students are completing coursework that 
applies to degree checklists. 

 The following general education course have been offered at all the 
schools which are transferable to other colleges/universities in New Mexico 
and Arizona.
 ENGL 1110 – Composition I

 MATH 1220 – College Algebra

 NAVA 2230 – Navajo Government

 Popular introductory program courses:
 Culinary, Welding, Accounting, Student Success, Psychology, Intro to Computers

Courses Offered 
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Students who begin with math and/or English courses get a jump start in completing their general education for any program. Introductory courses provide an insight of what the program entails. These courses provide a glimpse of the rigor and responsibilities associated with being a college student.

 NTU degree and certificate programs are designed to prepare
students to enter the workforce on the Navajo Nation, New Mexico,
and the Southwest:
 NTU’s Culinary Arts Program is nationally and international recognized for 

producing first-class chefs who are highly recruited to national restaurant 
chains, cruise lines, casinos, private chef services. 

 BIE students (Wingate) have the opportunity to enroll in a Summer 
program, of which the trades programs (such as Welding and 
Construction Technology) provide introductory courses of their program 
and also college skills. 

 Our CTE programs offer students the opportunity to complete courses 
that would lead them to career opportunities.

 All NTU certificates and degrees are now recognized under the Carl 
Perkins grant for funding, with the exception of General Studies.

Connection to Careers
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Special accreditation: Culinary – American Culinary Federation     Welding & CT – National Center for Construction Education & Research.
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 Ensuring that on-site teachers/faculty are properly credentialed. Per 
HLC accreditation, NTU requires the same level of credentials and 
qualifications for faculty in dual credit courses that it does for its 
regular courses. 

 Students are not college ready; therefore, the university provides 
services to help them navigate higher education, i.e. tutoring, 
counseling, academic advising, and extra curricular activities.

 Not all DC students have access to the main campus resources, i.e. 
library and research materials. 

 Data exported based on ethnicity; however NTU tuition has two (02) 
different tuition rates (CIB and non-CIB). The template does not 
provide space to report this unique data.

Faculty credentials (application and transcripts) reviewed and evaluated by Dean of Instruction, prior to approving course and teacher. Syllabus – SLOs same as NTU.
Faculty teaching general education courses, or other non-occupational courses, hold a master’s degree or higher in the discipline or subfield. 
If a faculty member holds a master’s degree or higher in a discipline or subfield other than that in which they are teaching, that faculty member should have completed a minimum of 18 graduate credit hours in the discipline or subfield in which they teach.

 The current year budget (FY 2024) amount is $463,900 for IAIA, Dine College 
and NTU as eligible tribal colleges/university designees.

 NTU does not receive the full reimbursement for dual credit numbers.

 The New Mexico Tribal College Consortium recommends increasing funding 
for the Dual Credit Program.
