RE: SUMMARY OF PUBLIC EDUCATION-RELATED LEGISLATION PASSED BY
THE 50™ LEGISLATURE, 1% SESSION, 2011

FR: Representative Rick Mie

In 2011, the New Mexico Legislative Education Study Committee (LESC) marked its 45"
anniversary as a statutorily created permanent bicameral, bipartisan interim education
committee, the only legislative committee of its kind in the nation. In statute, the LESC is
charged with conducting a continuing study of all education in New Mexico, the laws governing
such education, and the policies and costs of the New Mexico educational system. At the end of
each interim, based on policy and fiscal studies, the LESC develops recommendations for
consideration of the full Legislature. Included are recommended changes to current policy and a
public school support appropriation that addresses the state constitutional requirement to
establish and maintain a uniform system of free public schools sufficient for the education of,
and open to, all the children of school age in the state.

This memo and the attached materials, developed by the LESC staff, review the legislation from
the 2011 regular 60-day session related to public schools, including public school support and
other public education-related appropriations. The materials are organized as follows:

PROJECTED FY 12 STATE REVENUES

According to a document provided by the Legislative Finance Committee (LFC) staff:

projected FY 12 recurring revenue is $5.39 billion, an increase of $226 million, or
4.4 percent, over FY 11,

this projection reflects steady growth of major revenues plus an increase in corporate
income taxes as the economic recovery gathers momentum; and

the mid-session review of revenue estimates by economists at the Department of Finance
and Administration (DFA), the Taxation and Revenue Department, and the LFC reported
no change except a $36.0 million increase in FY 11 nonrecurring revenue due to an
extraordinary tax payment in January.

RECURRING GENERAL FUND APPROPRIATIONS

On the appropriation side, recurring General Fund appropriations for the General
Appropriation Act of 2011 and the Feed Bill total $5.43 billion, a 4.4 percent increase
over the adjusted FY 11 operating budget.

FY 12 appropriations are $153 million, or 2.7 percent, below the adjusted FY 11
operating budget when considering one-time federal stimulus funds, including those
funds pursuant to the American Recovery and Investment Act of 2009 (ARRA).

The FY 12 appropriations are contingent on enactment of two bills that directly affect
recurring General Fund revenues available for the FY 12 appropriations, including:



» CS/HB 607, Film Production Tax Credit Act, which limits the annual film
production tax credit and appropriates $25.0 million in FY 12 as follows:

$6.5 million for Medicaid;

$3.5 million to the Department of Health;

$3.1 million to the Children, Youth and Families Department;
$3.5 million for corrections;

$900,000for State Police; and

$7.5 million to public schools; and
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» SB 626, Fire Fund Distribution Increase Delay, which delays a distribution increase
from the Fire Protection Fund and provides $1.3 million in revenues.

Language related to appropriations is included in Selected Public Education-related
Language, General Appropriation Act of 2011, CS/HB 2 et al., as amended (Laws
2011, Chapter 179), including provisions that avoid layoffs or furloughs for public
employees by extending a 1.5 percent employer/employee contribution swap by
including an additional 1.75 percent swap to reduce General Fund appropriations by
$49.7 million.

Language vetoed in the General Appropriation Act of 2011 includes provisions
concerning the use of federal funds, including a requirement that:

» federal funds received during fiscal year 2012 and not specifically appropriated be
subject to future appropriation by the Legislature, except under certain conditions;
and

» each agency, institution or other governmental entity that receives money
appropriated in Section 4 of the General Appropriation Act of 2011 and that also
receives federal funds submit a quarterly report to DFA and LFC; and:

> reports from school districts and locally chartered and state-chartered charter schools
be forwarded by the Public Education Department (PED) to DFA, LESC, and LFC.

Finally, the General Appropriation Act of 2011 leaves ending FY 12 General Fund
reserves at $272 million or 5.0 percent of recurring appropriations.

FY 12 PUBLIC SCHOOL SUPPORT AND RELATED APPROPRIATIONS

Regarding funding for public schools, Table 1, FY 12 Public School Support and Related
Appropriations, summarizes the recurring and the nonrecurring public school support and
education-related appropriations.

To allow a more accurate comparison of public school operational funding for FY 11 and
FY 12, the areas of the table that are shaded in green include federal one-time revenues from
both ARRA and the Education Jobs Fund.

In total, the General Appropriation Act of 2011 appropriates over $2.39 billion for Public
School Support and related recurring appropriations. The appropriations include:
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$2.25 billion to the State Equalization Guarantee (SEG). Considering only General
Fund dollars, this figure is a $56.7 million, or 2.6 percent, increase over FY 10
(lines 21-22).

However, when federal ARRA dollars are included, the SEG shows a net $31.6 million,
or 1.4 percent decrease (lines 25-26);

Nearly $114.1 million for categorical public school support (line 40) for statutorily
created funds and initiatives, including public school transportation, supplemental
distributions, the Instructional Material Fund, dual credit instructional materials, and the
Indian Education Fund; and

approximately $27.8 million (see line 63) to fund the operations of PED and other
education-related initiatives funded with recurring dollars, including:

the operations of regional education cooperatives;

K-3 Plus;

New Mexico PreK;

Innovative Digital Education and Learning (IDEAL-NM);

the operational costs for the Operating Budget Management and Student Teacher
Accountability Reporting Systems;

Advanced Placement,

Apprenticeship Assistance,

Breakfast for Elementary Students, and

the Graduation, Reality, and Dual-Roles Skills (GRADS) program.

VVVY VVVVY

In nonrecurring appropriations, the 2011 Legislature:

extended, through FY 12, the time for expending the $6.0 million appropriation of the
2010 Legislature for emergency support to school district experiencing shortfalls;

for FY 11 and FY 12, appropriated $2.0 million in emergency support. Combined with
the nearly $2.0 million in recurring dollars for emergency supplemental (line 36), nearly
$4.0 million will be available to provide financial support to school districts or state-
chartered charter schools statewide. Language in the General Appropriation Act of 2010
and provisions in the Public School Finance Act prohibit the distribution of emergency
funds to an entity having cash and invested reserves, or other resources or any
combination thereof, equaling 5.0 percent or more of its operational budget;

appropriated $2.5 million to PED for the Governor’s reform initiatives, which include
providing technical assistance to low performing schools; improving data systems;
IDEAL-NM; computer-administered assessments and common core standards
implementation; and

$1.2 million from the Transportation Emergency Fund for increased fuel costs faced by
school districts and state-chartered charter schools.



2011-2012 INITIAL PROGRAM UNIT VALUE

Based on an appropriated program cost of $2.29 billion and projected statewide units of
639,161.245, for school year 2011-2012, the Secretary-designate for Public Education set a
preliminary unit value of $3,585.97, a decrease of $126.20 from the final unit value established
for school year 2010-2011.

For informational purposes, Table 2, History of the Unit Value, summarizes the changes to the
unit value since 1974.

PUBLIC SCHOOL CAPITAL OUTLAY

In the 2011 session, three pieces of legislation were enacted to amend current law governing
public school capital outlay:

e HB 113a, Charter School Expenditure Reports (Laws 2011, Chapter 11), which
amends the Public School Capital Improvements Act (SB 9) and the Public School
Buildings Act (HB 33) to require charter schools to report anticipated and actual
expenditures of distributions made pursuant to those acts.

e CS/HB 283a, School Lease & Lease-Purchase Requirements (Laws 2011, Chapter
69), which exempts school district leases of facilities to charter schools from State Board
of Finance approval; provides standards for certain charter school facilities; and requires
Public School Facilities Authority approval before entering into a lease-purchase
agreement for school facilities.

e *SB 331a, Amend Definitions in Ed. Tech. Equipment Act (Laws 2011, Chapter 149),
which amends definitions in the Educational Technology Equipment Act to reflect
advances in educational technology that have occurred since the act was created in law
in 1997.

In addition, Table 3, Reauthorizations of Education-Related Capital Outlay Appropriations,
summarizes capital outlay projects funded with General Fund dollars or Severance Tax Bond
proceeds that have been reauthorized to change their purpose or extend the time that the funds
may be expended. Additional language related to these reauthorizations is included in Selected
Public School Capital Outlay Related Languages.

LEGISLATION ENDORSED BY THE LESC

At its final meeting at the end of the 2010 interim, the LESC endorsed 36 substantive measures
that were introduced in the 2011 session, of which 13 were ultimately enacted (see Table 4,
Recommendations of the Legislative Education Study Committee, 2011 Regular Session).
Reflecting the Legislature’s focus on austerity for the coming fiscal year and the committee’s
interim study of school business office practices, many of these bills and memorials addressed
school budgets and finance, including:



HB 113a, Charter School Expenditure Reports (Laws 2011, Chapter 11), which amends
the Public School Capital Improvements Act and the Public School Buildings Act to
require charter schools to report anticipated and actual expenditures of distributions
made pursuant to those acts (also endorsed by the Public School Capital Outlay
Oversight Task Force);

CS/HB 283a, School Lease & Lease-Purchase Requirements (Laws 2011, Chapter 69),
which is described above (also endorsed by the Public School Capital Outlay Oversight
Task Force);

SB 141a, No Education Dept. Auditor Approval (Laws 2011, Chapter 87), which amends
the Audit Act to remove the requirement that PED approve the selection of an
independent auditor by a school district (a recommendation of the 2010 interim LESC
School Finance Work Group, in recognition that the Office of the State Auditor must
already approve the selection of an auditor by school districts);

SB 1454, Clarify School Year & Day Length (Laws 2011, Chapter 154), which repeals
the provision enacted in 2009 that requires that a school year consist of 180 full
instructional days for a regular school calendar or 150 days for a variable school
calendar, exclusive of professional development days and adjustments for cancelled days
due to inclement weather; and

SB 360a, Student Assessment Requirements Suspension (Laws 2011, Chapter 161),
which suspends, for one year, almost all student assessments currently required in state
law but not in federal law, based on a legislative finding that the fiscal crisis of 2008-
2010 will continue into FY 12, resulting in a need to reduce General Fund appropriations
for public education (a recommendation of the PED Assessment Priorities Stakeholder
Work Group).

Other LESC-endorsed measures that were passed in both chambers for the most part resulted
from other presentations to the LESC during the 2010 or prior interims concerning career-
technical education; charter school attendance priorities; Title | tutoring services; servicing of
postsecondary student loans; and bullying. These bills were:

HB 97a, Charter School Conversion Attendance (Laws 2011, Chapter 66), which
amends the Assessment and Accountability Act to clarify that, if a traditional public
school in Restructuring 2 is reopened as a state-chartered charter school pursuant to its
restructuring plan, students already attending that school and those students’ siblings
will have enrollment priority;

HB 1154, Title-1 Supplemental Education Services (Laws 2011, Chapter 32), which also
amends the Assessment and Accountability Act regarding supplemental educational
services (SES) to require PED to adopt rules (1) establishing a range of rates that
providers may charge and (2) requiring each SES provider to include in its application to
PED documentation that the tutoring services to be offered are consistent with the
instructional program offered by the district or charter school whose students the
provider intends to serve;



HB 137, Continued Educational Assistance Debt Service (Laws 2011, Chapter 168),
which repeals and replaces sections of the Educational Assistance Act to allow the NM
Student Loan Guarantee Corporation and the NM Educational Assistance Foundation to
manage the orderly elimination of the Federal Family Education Loan Program portfolio
and to explore other opportunities that could provide services to educational institutions
and students in the state; and

SB 78, School District Bullying Prevention Programs (Laws 2011, Chapter 50), which
requires PED to establish guidelines for bullying prevention policies to be promulgated
by local school boards; requires local boards to promulgate the policies by August 2011;
and requires every public school to implement a bullying prevention program by
August 2012.

The LESC endorsed and the Legislature passed two bills that focused on teacher preparation and
licensure, an area of perennial concern to the committee:

HB 74a, Science of Teaching Reading Requirement (Laws 2011, Chapter 95), which
amends the School Personnel Act to require that, to qualify for licensure to teach grades
K-5, a candidate must demonstrate an understanding of, and ability to apply, the
scientific research on teaching reading by passing a rigorous exam, beginning in
January 1, 2013; and

SB 202, Student Teacher Alternative Curriculum, which proposed to amend the Public
School Code to allow the Secretary of Public Education to waive class-size requirements
for classes to which a student teacher who meets certain criteria has been assigned, but
which was pocket-vetoed by the Governor.

Finally, two other LESC-endorsed bills were passed by both houses but pocket-vetoed by the
Governor:

HB 43a, Develop Diploma Stamp System, which would have allowed school districts to
develop and adopt a voluntary system for awarding “diploma stamps” to be applied to
the graduation diplomas of students who have excelled in the completion of career-
technical education courses specified in PED rule; and

SB 203a, School Business Official Licensure, which added a new section to the School
Personnel Act to require PED to license school business officials (SBOs); to track
denial, suspension, or revocation of SBO licenses; to assess the quality of and
enforcement of training requirements for SBO licensure; and to require training for
superintendents on the evaluation of SBOs (a recommendation of the LESC School
Finance Work Group).



CHARTER SCHOOL LEGISLATION

As they have in sessions past, charter schools attracted considerable legislative interest during
the 2011 legislative session.

In addition to HB 97a, Charter School Conversion Attendance, and HB 113a, Charter School
Expenditure Reports, both described above, the LESC endorsed HB 98a, Charter School Audit
Monitoring. This bill would have required the authorizers of charter schools to monitor charter
school audits and, as needed, to monitor the correction of deficiencies or material weaknesses in
those audits. Although the bill passed the House, it did not pass the Senate.

Also signed into law was SB 446a, Charter School Contracts. Amended four times, this bill
amends several existing sections of the Charter Schools Act and adds a number of new ones to
provide for contracts between a charter school and its chartering authority. Among its
provisions, this bill prescribes the contents of the charter contract; assigns additional duties to
the chartering authority, the charter school, and the PED; specifies procedures for closing a
charter school; addresses conflicts of interest among employees of a charter school and
members of the school’s governing body; and requires PED to submit annual reports to the
Governor, the LESC, and the LFC comparing the performance of charter school students with
comparable students in non-charter schools and assessing the successes, challenges, and areas of
improvement of charter schools.

Another charter school bill signed into law was HB 252, District & Charter School Financial
Reporting. This bill creates two new sections of the Public School Finance Act to require
school district superintendents and fiscal managers of charter schools to provide quarterly
financial reports to the local school board or the governing body, as applicable, on reporting
forms developed by PED. It also requires PED to promulgate rules governing the use of credit
cards for procurement and travel expenses.

OTHER PUBLIC SCHOOL-RELATED LEGISLATION

The 2011 regular session saw the introduction of approximately 2,000 bills, joint memorials,
memorials, and resolutions. Among them were a number of bills affecting public education that
were passed and signed into law. Among those bills:

e *HB 47a, School District Cash Balances for Emergency (Laws 2011, Chapter 39),
amends the Public School Code to allow school districts to keep their cash balances for
emergency or operational expenditures, effective FY 11. (For the Government
Restructuring Task Force)

e HB 172a, No Corporal Punishment as School Discipline (Laws 2011, Chapter 97),
amends the Public School Code to eliminate corporal punishment as one of the possible
disciplinary sanctions that school district discipline policies may include; and to require
each local school board and each governing body of a charter school to prohibit the use
of corporal punishment.

e HB 3104, Electronic Instructional Materials for School (Laws 2011, Chapter 114),
amends the Instructional Material Law to require publishers of instructional materials on
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the multiple list to provide instructional materials in electronic format by school year
2013-2014.

CS/HB 628a, Contribution Rate Changes in Retirement Plans (Laws 2011, Chapter
178), amends the Public Employees Retirement Act and the Educational Retirement Act
to change pension contributions for state employee plans administered by the Public
Employees Retirement Association and the Educational Retirement Board (ERB);
extends for another two years (FY 12 and FY 13) the two-year 1.5 percent contribution
shift implemented for FY 10 and FY 11 from the employer to the employee for those
employees making more than $20,000; makes a one-year contribution shift of 1.75
percent from the employer rate to the employee rate for those making more than $20,000
for FY 12; and delays the two remaining 0.75 percent increases for ERB, currently
scheduled for FY 12 and FY 13, to FY 14 and FY 15.

SB 1204, Early Childhood Care & Education Act (Laws 2011, Chapter 123), creates the
Early Childhood Care and Education Act to establish a comprehensive early childhood
care and education system through state and private programs; creates and designates the
members of the State Early Learning Advisory Council, among them the Secretary of
Public Education or a designee; and creates the Early Childhood Care and Education
Fund as a non-reverting fund in the state treasury.

SB 144a, Require School Free Breakfast Programs (Laws 2011, Chapter 35), adds a
new section of the Public School Code to require school districts and charter schools to
establish free breakfast programs under certain conditions; and amends the Public
School Code to provide that, if instruction occurs simultaneously with breakfast being
served or consumed pursuant to a state or federal program, that time shall be deemed a
part of the instructional day.

SB 167a, Equal Pre-K Program Appropriations (Laws 2011, Chapter 126), adds a new
section to the Pre-Kindergarten Act to require that PED receive up to 50 percent and
CYFD receive at least 50 percent of the funds appropriated for pre-kindergarten
programs.

SB 327a, Certain Public School Info on Sunshine Portal (Laws 2011, Chapter13),
amends the Sunshine Portal Transparency Act to require that certain public school
information be available on the Sunshine Portal; and clarifies certain provisions and
allows access to additional information.

SB 427a, A-B-C-D-F Schools Rating System (Laws 2011, Chapter 10), adds a new
section of the Public School Code to create the A-B-C-D-F Schools Rating Act; provides
for a rating system to grade public schools in a way easily understandable by parents,
school personnel, and the community; establishes criteria for rating public schools;
provides school options; and, in the case of a school rated D or F, requires PED to ensure
that local school boards and charter school governing boards prioritize resources for
proven programs and services.

CS/SB 605a, Expand Eligible Pre-K Providers (Laws 2011, Chapter 140), amends the
Pre-Kindergarten Act to expand the number of providers eligible to offer pre-
kindergarten services by allowing providers from any communities with public Title |
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elementary schools; requires PED and CYFD to request and evaluate proposals or
applications for pre-kindergarten services; and gives priority to programs according to
the Title I status of the schools in those communities and the percentage of the children
served living within the attendance zone of a Title | school, without regard to the
adequate yearly progress status of the schools in the community.

e SJM 35, Study Indian Education Impact Aid Money, requests that the LESC study the
use of impact aid set-aside money for Indian education and determine if the local process
used by districts ensures collaboration with tribal leaders and leads to an accurate
identification of local needs; and requests that the LESC hold hearings to receive
testimony from government officials and stakeholders in the American Indian
community.

e SM 52, Indian Education Act Effectiveness, requests that the LESC and the Interim
Legislative Indian Affairs Committee convene a joint subcommittee to assess the
effectiveness of the Indian Education Act; and that the joint subcommittee make
recommendations on certain matters to the LESC and the Legislative Indian Affairs
Committee by October 1, 2011.

e SM 70, Rural Isolation Units Study, requests that the LESC study the provisions of law
governing the rural isolation units provided through the public school funding formula
and report its findings and recommendations to the appropriate interim legislative
committee by December 1, 2011.

e SM 71, Northwest Quadrant Public School Access Study, requests that PED study access
to public education in the northwest quadrant of the state and report its findings to the
LESC by August 1, 2011.

The final attachments to this memo are summaries of all public school-related legislation that
passed in the 2011 regular session.

The federal funds appropriations to the income support program of the human services

department include ... two hundred thousand dollars ($200,000) to the public education
department for the graduation, reality and dual-role skills program. [page 126, lines 14-

CHILDREN, YOUTH AND FAMILIES DEPARTMENT
(3) Early childhood services:

The general fund appropriations to the early childhood services program of the children,
youth and families department include seven million two hundred twenty-four thousand
dollars ($7,224,000) for direct services and eight hundred two thousand seven hundred
dollars ($802,700) for administrative and program support in the prekindergarten
program. [page 156, lines 6-9]

PUBLIC EDUCATION DEPARTMENT

A regional education cooperative may submit an application to the public education
department for an allocation from the nine hundred thirty-eight thousand two hundred
dollar ($938,200) appropriation. The public education department may allocate amounts
to one or more regional education cooperatives provided that the regional education
cooperative’s application has adequately justified a need for the allocation, and the
department finds that the regional education cooperative has submitted timely quarterly
financial reports, is in compliance with state and federal financial reporting requirements,
including annual audit requirements pursuant to the Audit Act, and is otherwise
financially stable. The public education department shall not make an allocation to a
regional education cooperative that is not in compliance with the Audit Act. [page 174,

The internal service funds/interagency transfers appropriation to the public education
department includes two hundred thousand dollars ($200,000) for the graduation, reality,



and dual-role skills program from the temporary assistance for needy families block grant

The general fund appropriation to the policy development and institutional financial
oversight program of the higher education department in the other category includes an
additional one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000) for the mathematics, engineering,
science achievement program to provide educational enrichments for middle and high
school students from historically underrepresented populations. [page 177, lines 11-15]

Notwithstanding the provisions of Sections 21-21L-1 through 21-21L-8 NMSA 1978, the
other state funds appropriation to the student financial aid program of the higher
education department includes two million two hundred thirty-two thousand two hundred
dollars ($2,232,200) from the college affordability endowment fund for student financial

K. PUBLIC SCHOOL SUPPORT
PUBLIC SCHOOL SUPPORT
(1) State equalization guarantee distribution:

The rate of distribution of the state equalization guarantee distribution shall be based on a
program unit value determined by the secretary of public education. The secretary of
public education shall establish a preliminary unit value to establish budgets for the 2011-
2012 school year and then, upon verification of the number of units statewide for fiscal
year 2012 but no later than January 31, 2012, the secretary of public education may
adjust the program unit value. [page 208, lines 3-7]

The secretary of public education, in collaboration with the department of finance and
administration, office of education accountability, shall ensure all teachers have been
evaluated under the tiered licensure evaluation system and have the professional
competencies of the appropriate level. The secretary of public education shall withhold
from the public school distribution funding for the minimum salary of any teacher who
has not been evaluated. [page 208, lines 8-12]

The secretary of public education, in collaboration with the department of finance and
administration, office of education accountability, shall ensure all principals and assistant
principals have been evaluated under the highly objective uniform statewide standards of
evaluation and have the professional competencies to serve as a principal or assistant
principal. The secretary of public education shall withhold from the public school
distribution funding for the minimum salary of any principal or assistant principal who
has not been evaluated. [page 208, lines 13-18]

After considering those elementary physical education programs eligible for state
financial support and the amount of state funding available for elementary physical
education, the secretary of public education shall annually determine the programs and
the consequent number of students in elementary physical education that will be used to
calculate the number of elementary physical education program units. [page 208, lines
19-23]

For the 2011-2012 school year, the state equalization guarantee distribution includes
sufficient funding for school districts to implement a new formula-based program. Those
districts shall use current year membership in the calculation of program units for the new
formula-based program. [page 208, line 24 to page 209, line 1]

The general fund appropriation to the state equalization guarantee distribution includes
seven million five hundred thousand dollars ($7,500,000) contingent on the enactment
of House Bill 607 or similar legislation [emphasis added] of the first session of the
fiftieth legislature. [page 209, lines 2-4]



The general fund appropriation to the state equalization guarantee distribution reflects the
deduction of federal revenue pursuant to Paragraph (2) of Subsection C of Section 22-8-
25 NMSA 1978 that includes payments commonly known as “impact aid funds” pursuant
to 20 USCA 7701 et. seq., and formerly known as “PL874 funds”. [page 209, lines 5-8]

The general fund appropriation to the public school fund shall be reduced by the amounts
transferred to the public school fund from the current school fund and from the federal
Mineral Lands Leasing Act receipts otherwise unappropriated. [page 209, lines 9-11]

Pursuant to Article XII, Section 6 of the New Mexico Constitution, the secretary of the
public education department has administrative and regulatory powers and duties,
including all functions relating to the distribution of school funds and financial
accounting for the public schools to be performed as provided by law. To administer
spending reductions when approving programs, school district and charter school
budgets, budget adjustment requests, and in setting the unit value, the secretary shall
verify and audit generation of membership and program units. In approving programs,
school district and charter school budgets, budget adjustment requests, and in setting the
unit value, the secretary of public education shall work with and assist local
superintendents and local school boards to ensure efficient spending practices, to ensure
that membership and program units are correctly calculated and to ensure budget
reductions are implemented in a manner that will minimize adverse impacts to
instructional programs and student achievement. The secretary shall ensure that the
number of instructional days will not be reduced. [page 209, lines 12-23]

Any unexpended balances in the authorized distributions remaining at the end of fiscal
year 2012 from appropriations made from the general fund shall revert to the general
fund. [page 209, lines 24-25]

(3) Supplemental distribution:
(b) Emergency supplemental:

Prior to the distribution of emergency supplemental funds to any public school
district or charter school, the secretary of public education shall verify with the
New Mexico state auditor that the school district or charter school is in
compliance with all provisions of the Audit Act. No emergency supplemental
distributions shall be made to any school district or charter school not current with
its audits. [page 210, lines 21-25]

Prior to the distribution of emergency supplemental funds to any public school
district or charter school, the secretary of public education shall verify that the
school district or charter school had no more than fifty percent of allowable
emergency fund balance carried forward from the previous fiscal year pursuant to
Subsection B of Section 22-8-41 NMSA 1978 and no more than fifty percent of
allowable operational fund balance carried forward from the previous fiscal year
pursuant to Subsection C of Section 22-8-41 NMSA 1978. No emergency



supplemental distribution shall be made to any public school district or charter
school that has carried forward from the previous fiscal year more than fifty
percent of the amount allowable pursuant to Section 22-8-41 NMSA 1978. [page
211, lines 1-8]

Any unexpended balances in the supplemental distribution of the public education
department remaining at the end of fiscal year 2012 from appropriations made
from the general fund shall revert to the general fund. [page 211, 9-11]

INDIAN EDUCATION FUND

The general fund appropriation to the public education department for the Indian
Education Act includes four hundred thousand dollars ($400,000) for a nonprofit
organization that provides teaching support in schools with a high proportion of Native
American students. [page 212, lines 1-3]

The general fund appropriation to the public education department for the Indian
Education Act includes three hundred thousand dollars ($300,000) to provide a rural
literacy initiative to support after-school and summer literacy block programs for students
in kindergarten through eighth grade in schools with a high proportion of Native
American students contingent on receipt of three hundred thousand dollars ($300,000) in
matching funds from other than state sources no later than September 30, 2011. [page
212, lines 4-9]

Section 5. SPECIAL APPROPRIATIONS

The following amounts are appropriated from the general fund or other funds as indicated for
the purposes specified. Unless otherwise indicated, the appropriation may be expended in
fiscal years 2011 and 2012. Unless otherwise indicated, any unexpended balances of the
appropriations remaining at the end of fiscal year 2012 shall revert to the appropriate fund.
[page 212, lines 14-17]

(23) PUBLIC EDUCATION DEPARTMENT: 2,000.0

For emergency support to school districts and charter schools experiencing shortfalls. All
requirements for distribution of funds shall be in accordance with Section 22-8-30 NMSA
1978. The general fund appropriation is from the separate account of the appropriation
contingency fund dedicated for the purpose of implementing and maintaining educational
reforms created in Section 12 of Chapter 114 of Laws 2004 [the “Education Lockbox™].
Prior to the distribution of any emergency supplemental funds, the secretary of public
education shall provide the legislative finance committee and the legislative education
study committee with a report outlining (1) the criteria used to qualify for funds; (2) the
financial status of recipients, including the status of recipients’ financial audits; and (3)
any cost savings measures recipients implemented before applying for funds. In no event
shall money be distributed to any school district or charter school having cash and



invested reserves, or other resources or any combination thereof, equaling five percent or
more of their operating budget. [page 215, line 25 to page 216, line 11]

(24) PUBLIC EDUCATION DEPARTMENT: 1,200.0

For increased fuel costs incurred by school districts or state-chartered charter schools.
Notwithstanding the provisions in Section 22-8-29.6 NMSA 1978, for school years 2010-
2011 and 2011-2012 the secretary shall make distributions from the transportation
emergency fund first to provide additional funding to school districts and state-chartered
charter schools for increased school bus fuel costs. The distribution of funding shall be
based on miles traveled for to-and-from transportation of public school students. School
districts and state-chartered charter schools shall request funds for fuel from the secretary
and provide supporting documentation that they have incurred increased costs due to
higher fuel prices. The secretary shall approve requests for funding for fuel cost increases
and make distributions on a reimbursement basis. [page 216, lines 12-21]

(25) PUBLIC EDUCATION DEPARTMENT: 2,500.0

For the governor’s educational reforms and initiatives, including third-grade retention,
contingent on enactment of House Bill 21 or similar legislation [emphasis added] of
the first session of the fiftieth legislature; providing technical assistance to low
performing schools; improving data systems; innovative digital education and learning;
computer-administered assessments and common core standards implementation. The
general fund appropriation is from the separate account of the appropriation contingency
fund dedicated for the purpose of implementing and maintaining educational reforms
created in Section 12 of Chapter 114 of Laws 2004 [the “Education Lockbox™]. The
appropriation is contingent on the public education department providing a detailed
action plan to the legislative finance committee and the legislative education study
committee pe-tater-than-May-1-2011; and eontinued-guarterly reporting on expenditure
of funds and progress and results of reforms and initiatives. [page 216, line 22 to page
217, line7

(26) PUBLIC EDUCATION DEPARTMENT

The period of time for expending appropriations contained in Subsection 17 of Section 5
of Chapter 6 of Laws 2010 (second special session), is extended through fiscal year 2012.
[This appropriation was for emergency support to school districts experiencing
shortfalls.] [page 217, lines 8-10]

(27) HIGHER EDUCATION DEPARTMENT: 500.0

For innovative digital education and learning and the New Mexico cyber academy. [page
217, lines 11-12]



Section 7. DATA PROCESSING APPROPRIATIONS

... Unless otherwise indicated, the appropriation may be expended in fiscal years 2011, 2012 and
2013. Unless otherwise indicated, any unexpended balances remaining at the end of fiscal year
2013 shall revert to the computer systems enhancement fund or other funds as indicated. ...

(3) EDUCATIONAL RETIREMENT BOARD: 3,500.0
To upgrade the integrated retirement information system, including two term full-time-

equivalent positions. The appropriation is from the educational retirement fund. [page 219,
lines 22-24]

Section 10. APPROPRIATION REDUCTIONS

B. In order to reflect lower employer contribution rates for certain retirement plans under the
Public Employees Retirement Act and the Educational Retirement Act:

(1) general fund appropriations set forth in Section 4 of the General Appropriation Act of
2011 and in Laws 2011, Chapter 1, Subsection A of Section 3 and Sections 4, 5, 7 and 8
are reduced by a total of forty-nine million seven hundred thousand dollars
($49,700,000); provided that the department of finance and administration shall allocate
the appropriation reduction among all state agencies, public school support and higher
education institutions [page 232, lines 16-20];

(2) appropriations set forth in Section 4 of the General Appropriation Act of 2011 to
agencies and institutions from sources other than the general fund are also reduced to
reflect the lower employer contribution rates; provided that the department of finance and
administration shall determine the amount of each reduction [page 232, lines 21-25];

(3) in order to effectuate the reductions in Paragraphs (1) and (2) of this subsection, the
state budget division of the department of finance and administration and the higher
education department shall reduce the operating budget of each agency, program and
institution accordingly [page 232, line 25 to page 233, line 3]; and

(4) the appropriation reductions in Paragraphs (1) and (2) of this subsection are
contingent on enactment of Senate Bill 248 or similar legislation [emphasis added] of
the first session of the fiftieth legislature that decreases employer contribution rates by
one and three-fourths percent of salary from the employer contribution rates applicable
during fiscal year 2011, provided that, if other legislation is enacted into law by the first
session of the fiftieth legislature that decreases employer contribution rates from the rates
applicable during fiscal year 2011 by a different percentage, then the department of
finance and administration shall adjust the appropriation reductions of Paragraphs (1) and
(2) of this subsection accordingly. [page 233, lines 4-11]



C. As aresult of reduced unemployment compensation assessments due to the cancellation of
the unemployment services contract by the general services department and performing the
service with employees:

(1) general fund appropriations set forth in Section 4 of the General Appropriation Act of
2011 are reduced by a total of three million dollars ($3,000,000) from the personal
services and employee benefits category [page 233, lines 15-17];

(2) appropriations set forth in Section 4 of the General Appropriation Act of 2011 to
agencies and programs from sources other than the general fund are also reduced in the
personal services and employee benefits category; provided that the department of
finance and administration shall determine the amount of each reduction [page 233, lines
18-21]; and

(3) in order to effectuate the reductions, the state budget division of the department of
finance and administration shall reduce the operating budget of state agencies
accordingly. [page 233, lines 22-23]

Section 11. FUND TRANSFERS

Notwithstanding any restriction on the use of money in the funds:

A. On the effective date of the General Appropriation Act of 2011, the following amounts
from the following funds or accounts are transferred to the general fund for the purpose of
meeting appropriations from the general fund:

(1) five million dollars ($5,000,000) is transferred from the college affordability
endowment fund...[.] [page 234, lines 3-4]

Section 13. TRANSFER AUTHORITY [page 236, lines 15-20]

If revenue and transfers to the general fund at the end of fiscal year 2011 or 2012 are not
sufficient to meet appropriations, the governor, with state board of finance approval, may
transfer to the appropriation account of the general fund the amount necessary to meet that fiscal
year’s obligations from the operating reserve, provided that the total transferred pursuant to this
subsection shall not exceed fifty million dollars ($50,000,000). [page 236, lines 16-20]

Section 14. [AUTHORITY TO REDUCE ALLOTMENTS] [page 236, line 21 to page 238,
line 7]

Section 14 of the General Appropriation Act of 2010 (being Laws 2010 (2nd S.S.), Chapter 6,
Section 14) is amended to read:

"Section 14. AUTHORITY TO REDUCE ALLOTMENTS.—
A. During fiscal year 2011, the department of finance and administration shall regularly

consult with the legislative finance committee staff to compare revenue collections with the
revenue estimate. If a general fund consensus revenue forecast projects that revenues and

transfers to the general fund, including all transfers authorized pursuant to Section 15 of the
General Appropriation Act of 2010, will be insufficient to meet general fund appropriations
for fiscal year 2011, the governor, with the approval of the state board of finance and after
review and an opportunity to comment by the legislative finance committee, shall reduce
general fund allotments to all agencies, funds, programs and other recipients that receive a
general fund appropriation in Section 4 of the General Appropriation Act of 2010, pursuant
to the following guidelines:

(1) the aggregate of all the reductions in allotments shall equal the amount of the
projected deficit;

(2) the reductions shall apply proportionately to all agencies, funds, programs and other
recipients, and to all programs and categories within agencies, that receive a general fund
appropriation in Section 4 of the General Appropriation Act of 2010, except that no
reductions shall be made in the allotments for the medicaid programs or the
developmental disabilities support program;

(3) if a reduction in an allotment for personal services and employee benefits necessitates
a reduction in salaries, the agency is authorized to temporarily reduce salaries in the
amount of the reduction;

(4) if allotments are reduced pursuant to this subsection, they shall not thereafter be
increased,

(5) except as otherwise provided in Paragraph (6) of this subsection, if allotments are
reduced pursuant to this subsection and a subsequent general fund consensus revenue
forecast released during fiscal year 2011 projects revenues to decrease further from the
forecast upon which allotments are based at the time the subsequent forecast is released,
allotments shall be further reduced pursuant to this subsection;

(6) if a subsequent general fund consensus revenue forecast is released during fiscal year
2011 before allotments are reduced pursuant to this subsection based upon the previous
general fund consensus revenue forecast, allotments shall not be reduced based upon the
previous forecast; and

(7) expenditures of the appropriations made to legislative agencies in Laws 2010, Chapter
1, Subsection A of Section 3 and 4, 5, 7 and 8 shall also be reduced in accordance with
the provisions of this subsection.

B. As used in this section, "general fund consensus revenue forecast" means the revenue
estimates prepared by the career economists of the department of finance and administration,
taxation and revenue department, department of transportation and legislative finance
committee.”

(1) the unexpended balance of an appropriation from the general fund or other state fund
that has been changed in this act shall revert:

(a) at the end of the expenditure period as set forth in this act, if the expenditure
period is changed in this act; or

(b) if the expenditure period is not changed in this act, pursuant to the time frame set
forth in the law in which the original appropriation was made or the time frame set
forth in any law that has previously changed the appropriation, whichever is later;

and

(2) all remaining balances of an appropriation from the general fund or other state fund that
has been changed in this act shall revert three months after the reversion date for the

unexpended balance.

E. For the purpose of this section, "unexpended balance” means the remainder of an appropriation
after reserving for unpaid costs and expenses covered by binding written obligations to third parties.

and nationwide history record searches for all department employees, staff members,
volunteers, and their supervisors who have direct unsupervised contact with department
clients. (May affect public schools)

CS/S 605a  amends the Pre-Kindergarten Act to expand the number of providers eligible to offer pre-
kindergarten services by allowing providers from any communities with public Title |
elementary schools; requires the Public Education Department and the Children, Youth
and Families Department to request and evaluate proposals or applications for pre-
kindergarten services; and gives priority to programs according to the Title I status of the
schools in those communities and the percentage of the children served living within the
attendance zone of a Title I school, without regard to the adequate yearly progress status
of the schools in the community.
