THE 51ST LEGISLATURE, 2nd SESSION, 2014, After Executive Action 
 

 
This memorandum and the attachments, developed by the staff of the Legislative Education 
Study Committee (LESC), review and summarize the public school FY 15 appropriations and 
education-related policy initiatives passed by the 2014 Legislature, after Executive action.

FY 15 RECURRING APPROPRIATIONS TO EDUCATION 
 
In total, the General Appropriation Act of 2014 (Laws 2014, Ch. 63), appropriated $6.16 billion 
in recurring dollars from the General Fund, an increase of approximately $270.4 million or 4.6 
percent over FY 14, which after 0.275 percent sanding provides: 
 

• nearly $2.72 billion for public schools, an increase of over $147.7 million or 5.8 percent 
over FY 14 appropriations; including: 

 
 approximately $2.48 billion to the State Equalization Guarantee (SEG), commonly 

referred to as the Public School Funding Formula, an increase of approximately 
$119.4 million or 5.1 percent over the FY 14 SEG appropriation; 

 
 nearly $127.1 million in Categorical Public School Support, an decrease of nearly 

$9.8 million or 7.1 percent less than the FY 14 appropriation1; and 
 

 over $106.9 million to the Public Education Department (PED), an increase of 
approximately $38.1 million or approximately 55.4 percent over the FY 14 
appropriation; and  

 
• approximately $838.5 million for higher education, an increase of nearly $42.1 million or 

5.3 percent over FY 14 appropriations.

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PERCENT TO PUBLIC SCHOOLS AND HIGHER EDUCATION 
 
Table 1, Ten Year History of General Fund Recurring Appropriations, K-12 Public Schools 
and Higher Education, outlines the recurring General Fund appropriations for public schools 
and higher education and outlines the percent to the total state government appropriation in each 
year’s General Appropriation Act. 
 
For FY 15, the combined percent to public schools and higher education is 57.8 percent, an 
increase of 0.6 percent from the FY 14 combined percentage, including: 
 

• 44.2 percent for public schools (from 43.7 percent in FY 14, a 0.5 percent increase); and 
• 13.6 percent for higher education (from 13.5 percent in FY 14, a 0.1 percent increase). 

 
 

DEVELOPMENT OF FY 15 PUBLIC SCHOOL SUPPORT APPROPRIATIONS 
 
The primary responsibility of the Legislature each legislative session is to develop and pass a 
budget for the succeeding fiscal year and doing so requires consideration of current and accurate 
data of revenues, expenditures and potential liabilities. 
 
During each legislative session, the budget for public schools begins in the House Education 
Committee (HEC) as House Bill 3, the Education Appropriation Act.  In developing the FY 15 
budget, HEC considered not only the available or new dollars to meet the recurring expenditures 
of the state’s public schools, but also the continued uncertainty surrounding the state’s special 
education Maintenance of Effort (MOE) under the federal Individuals with Disabilities 
Education Act Part B (IDEA-B). 
 
According to testimony to the LESC during the 2013 interim, PED submitted a waiver request to 
the US Department of Education (USDE) for FY 10 and FY 11; however, the USDE only 
granted a waiver for FY 10, denying the waiver request for FY 11.  PED is in the process of 
appealing that decision, which creates uncertainty for subsequent fiscal years, including FY 15. 
 
 

FY 15 PUBLIC SCHOOL SUPPORT AND RELATED APPROPRIATIONS 
General Appropriation Act of 2014 

CS/S 313a, Laws 2014, Chapter 63 [partial veto]) 
 
Table 2, FY 15 Public School Support and Related Appropriations, summarizes the $2.72 
billion recurring and the $10.1 million nonrecurring public school support and education-related 
appropriations. 
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Recurring Appropriations 
 
State Equalization Guarantee (SEG) Distribution 
(Lines 1 through 27) 
 
Designed to distribute operational funds to school districts and charter schools in a 
noncategorical manner, the SEG (commonly referred to as the Public School Funding Formula) 
provides for local school district and charter school autonomy.  More specifically, within 
statutory and regulatory guidelines, school districts and charter schools have the latitude to spend 
their dollars according to local priorities. 
 
Among initiatives supported in the $2.5 billion appropriation to the SEG are: 
 

• over $56.0 million to provide for a 3.0 percent average increase for all certified and 
noncertified school personnel (line 9); 

 
• nearly $2.7 million for an additional 3.0 percent average increase for licensed educational 

assistants (line 10); 
 

• $10.0 million to increase the Level 1 teacher salary minimum by $2,000 (line 12 – see 
vetoed language); 

 
• approximately $5.8 million to support the implementation of a “micro district size 

adjustment” in the funding formula (line 15); 
 

• $6.0 million to “reinstitute statutory class and teaching loads” (line 17 – related to H 280, 
Return to Statutory School Class Loads (Laws 2014, Ch. 77); and 

 
• $1.5 million to support the Teacher Mentorship Program for Beginning Teachers ((line 

20) (provisions in current law require mentorship services by Level 2 or Level 3 mentors 
first-year teachers for the full school year). 

 
The appropriation veto by the Executive of over $15.2 million to support an “at-risk increase” 
(line 14) reduced the Program Cost and SEG appropriations for FY 15. 
 
 
Categorical Public School Support 
(Lines 30-50) 
 
As the initiatives below will indicate, the following legislative appropriations support primarily 
statutorily created funds and distributions, among them: 
 

• approximately $101.8 million for (school) transportation, including various operational 
costs and a 3.0 percent average compensation increase for transportation employees in 
FY 15 (lines 31-39); 

• nearly $2.0 million, after sanding, for emergency supplemental (line 42 – also refer to 
line 94 for nonrecurring emergency support appropriations); 
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• over $20.3 million to the Instructional Material Fund (line 45 – see line 95 for 
nonrecurring instructional materials appropriation); and 

• approximately $1.8 million to the Indian Education Fund, which is supplemented with 
$675,400 from Other State Funds, specifically “the Indian Education Fund” (line 46). 

 
 
Related Appropriations (to PED) 
(Lines 54-87) 
 
Beginning with the nearly $11.8 million appropriation for the PED operational budget (line 55), 
this section outlines public education-related appropriations directed to PED for distribution 
statewide. 
 
In FY 15, PED will be responsible for distributing over $95.1 million (lines 56-86) to support: 
 

• Regional Education Cooperatives (commonly referred to as REC) Operations; 
• Advanced Placement; 
• After-school and Summer Enrichment Programs (see vetoed language); 
• Breakfast for Elementary Students; 
• College Preparation, Career Readiness, and Dropout Prevention (includes dollars for 

Early College High Schools – see vetoed language); 
• Early Reading Initiative (to the Public School Reading Proficiency Fund); 
• Graduation, Reality, And Dual-role Skills (GRADS Program) 
• Intervention and Support for Students, Struggling Schools, and Parents (see vetoed 

language); 
• K-3 Plus (to the K-3 Plus Fund); 
• Mock Trials Program; 
• New Mexico Cyber Academy; 
• New Mexico Grown Fruits and Vegetables; 
• Parent Advocacy Project (see vetoed language); 
• Parent Portal; 
• Pre-kindergarten Program; 
• Reading Support (see vetoed language); 
• School Leader Preparation; 
• School Teacher Preparation; 
• Science, Technology, Engineering and Math (STEM) Initiative; 
• Teacher Mentorship; 
• Teacher and Administrator Evaluation System; 
• Teacher and School Leader Programs and Supports for Training, Preparation, 

Recruitment and Retention (see vetoed language); and 
• Teaching Support for Low-income Students. 

 
The appropriation veto by the Executive for programs for Native American student and the 
school library at Tibbetts Middle School (Farmington Municipal Schools) reduced the FY 15 
Related Appropriations to PED by $99,700. 
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Nonrecurring Appropriations 
(Lines 91-104) 
 
In Special Appropriations (for expenditure in FY 14 or FY 15), the General Appropriation Act 
of 2014 includes $10.1 million in General Fund dollars to PED, including: 
 

• $1.0 million in emergency support to school districts experiencing shortfalls, which is to 
be supplemented with $2.0 million from Other State Funds for a total of $3.0 million 
(also refer to line 42 for recurring emergency support dollars); 

 
• $3.5 million for instructional materials, which is supplemented with $1.5 million from 

Other State Funds, including the Educational Technology Deficiency Correction Fund, 
the Educational Technology Fund, and the Schools in Need of Improvement Fund (see 
line 45 for recurring appropriation to the Instructional Materials Fund); 

 
• $3.0 million to ensure that the state makes sufficient funds available in FY 14 and FY 15 

to meet special education Maintenance of Effort requirements (see also line 104); 
 

• $100,000 for a nonprofit educational association of interscholastic activities in 
New Mexico; and 

 
• $2.5 million for the Teacher Professional Development Fund. 

 
In Supplemental and Deficiency Appropriations (line 105) the language vetoed by the 
Executive would have required that a $10.0 million appropriation by the 2013 Legislature to 
support special education maintenance of effort in FY 14 be distributed immediately.  The 
Executive veto does not negate the 2013 appropriation; however, the distribution of these funds 
will require that certain contingencies be met which must be certified by PED to the State Board 
of Finance for approval. 
 
Chart 1, FY 13 and FY 14 Appropriations and Transfers Related to State-level Maintenance 
of Effort Requirements for Special Education, condenses and outlines the requirements for the 
distribution of appropriations by the 2013 Legislature to meet potential MOE shortfalls in FY 13 
and FY 14. 
 
 

FY 14 FINAL AND FY 15 PRELIMINARY UNIT VALUES 
 
For school year 2014-2015, the Secretary-designate of Public Education set a preliminary unit 
value of $4,005.75, an increase of $188.20 or 4.93 percent from the final school year 2013-2014 
unit value of $3,817.55. 
 
For informational purposes, Table 3, History of the Unit Value, summarizes the changes to the 
unit value since 1974. 
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PUBLIC SCHOOL CAPITAL OUTLAY 
 
The following three tables summarize public education-related capital outlay projects authorized 
by the 2014 Legislature after executive action. 
 

• Table 4, Public School Capital Outlay, CS/H 55a, with emergency clause (Laws 2014, 
Ch. 66 [partial veto]; 

• Table 5, Public School Capital Outlay Reauthorizations, CS/S 163, with emergency 
clause (Laws 2014, Ch. 64 [partial veto]; and 

• Table 6, Education-related General Obligation Bond Projects, CS/S 53, with 
emergency clause (Laws 2014, Ch. 65). 

 
As illustrated in these tables, the Legislature authorized: 
 

• over $18.56 million from the Public School Capital Outlay Fund, Severance Tax Bonds, 
and General Obligation Bonds to PED for five statewide projects; 

• over $12.66 million from Severance Tax Bonds to school districts for 216 projects; 
• approximately $2.3 million from Severance Tax Bonds to state-chartered charter schools 

for 27 projects; 
• over $15.29 million from the Public School Capital Outlay Fund to two Constitutional 

schools, the New Mexico School for the Blind and Visually Impaired and the New 
Mexico School for the Deaf, for four projects; and 

• the reauthorization of nine projects from Severance Tax Bonds. 
 
Please note that Table 4 includes five statewide projects appropriated to PED, for the following 
purposes: 
 

• $2.5 million to renovate and construct public school prekindergarten classrooms from the 
Public School Capital Outlay Fund;  

• $7.395 million to purchase school buses from the Public School Capital Outlay Fund;  
• $5.0 million for educational technology infrastructure at public schools that have a 

minimum network speed of less than 5 kilobytes per second per student to ensure these 
schools are able to administer computer-based assessments by school year 2014-2015 
from the Public School Capital Outlay Fund; 

• $169,000 to purchase and install robot equipment and related infrastructure statewide for 
the public school robot education programs that participate in the annual robot 
competition in Albuquerque in Bernalillo County, from Severance Tax Bonds; and 

• $3.5 million for library resource acquisitions, including library books, at public school 
libraries statewide from General Obligation Bonds. 
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LEGISLATION ENDORSED BY THE LESC 
 
At its final meeting of the 2013 interim, the LESC endorsed 19 measures for consideration of the 
2014 Legislature. 
 
Of these measures:  seven bills were enacted into law, one joint memorial was passed by the 
House of Representatives and the Senate, eight bills did not pass, one joint memorial did not 
pass, and two pieces of legislation were not printed. 
 
Enacted 
 

• *CS/H 55a, 2014 Work NM Act – Severance Tax Bond Projects (Laws 2014, Ch. 66), 
Rep. J. Trujillo – creates the 2014 Work New Mexico Act and authorizes the issuance of 
severance tax bonds; authorizes expenditures from certain funds and balances; clarifies 
conditions for the issuance of bonds; establishes the conditions for the expenditure of 
severance tax bond proceeds and for the reversion of unexpended balances; and makes 
appropriations, including: $7.395 million to the Public Education Department to purchase 
school buses statewide. 

 
• H 156, Fuel Prices & School Transportation Emergency (Laws 2014, Ch. 23), 

Rep. Stewart  – amends a section of the Public School Finance Act to allow fuel price 
increases to be considered a transportation emergency. 

 
• H 157a, School Transportation Training Fund (Laws 2014, Ch. 74), Rep. Stewart – 

creates the School Transportation Training Fund in the State Treasury to be administered 
by the Public Education Department (PED); and provides that the fund consist of 
payments from school districts and charter schools for public school transportation 
training workshops and training services to school districts and charter schools, including 
supplies and professional development for PED staff. 

 
• *S 44a, Use of “High School Equivalency Credential” (Laws 2014, Ch. 31), 

Sen. Kernan  – conforms multiple varying terms in statute to the term “high school 
equivalency credential” and issues a high school equivalency credential to any candidate 
who is at least 16 years of age and successfully completed the high school equivalency 
tests. 

 
• S 153, Home School Program Unit Calculations (Laws 2014, Ch. 61), Sen. Brandt  – 

amends the Public School Finance Act to incorporate in the program cost calculation the 
home school student program unit provisions included in legislation enacted during the 
2013 legislative session (technical change). 

 
• S 158a, Dual Credit Program Parity (Laws 2014, Ch. 12), Sen. Ivey-Soto/Rep. Roch  – 

amends the general provisions relating to state educational institutions to provide dual 
credit parity for all school-age persons as defined within the Public School Code; clarifies 
terms including “dual credit course,” “dual credit program,” and “high school”; and 
updates home school registration requirements. 
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• *S 159a, Education Technology Infrastructure Funding (Laws 2014, Ch. 28), 
Sen. Candelaria/Rep. Stewart  – amends the Public School Capital Outlay Act to define 
“educational technology infrastructure”; provides for allocations from the Public School 
Capital Outlay Fund for education technology infrastructure; establishes an educational 
technology infrastructure deficiency corrections initiative by the Public Education 
Department; allows for waivers for the local school share of the program cost; and 
appropriates up to $15.0 million of the fund to the Public School Capital Outlay Council 
for expenditure in FY 15 through FY 19 for building systems repair, renovation, or 
replacement. 

 
Passed 
 

• SJM 12a, Study Transporting School Students, Sen. Woods –  requests that the Public 
Education Department (PED) develop and implement a two-year pilot program to study 
the fiscal and programmatic effects of transporting students between and among school 
districts to support school choice; and requests that PED report to the LESC and the 
Legislative Finance Committee before the 2017 legislative session. 

 
Did Not Pass 
 

• *H 66, School Graduation & Diploma Requirements, Rep. Stewart – proposed to amend 
the Public School Code to provide for a New Mexico General Diploma as distinguished 
from the New Mexico Diploma of Excellence and to clarify the physical education 
requirement. 
 

• H 86, School Enrichment Programs, Rep. CH Trujillo/Sen. Padilla – proposed to 
appropriate $2.0 million from the General Fund to the Public Education Department for 
expenditure in FY 15 and FY 16 for after-school and summer programs that provide 
expanded academic and enrichment learning opportunities for public school students. 

 
• H 97, School District Liens on Certain School Buses, Rep. Gonzales – proposed to 

amend the Public School Finance Act to require school district liens on contractor-owned 
school buses under contract to the school district. 

 
• H 98a, School Bus Fuel Gross Receipts, Rep. Gonzales – proposed to create a new 

section in the Gross Receipts and Compensating Tax Act to provide for a deduction from 
the Gross Receipts Tax for receipts for the sale of fuel for school buses for to-and-from 
school or school-related transportation; and provides a deduction from the Compensating 
Tax for fuel used in a school bus. 

 
• H 111, Remove AYP References in School Code, Rep. Roch – proposed to amend the 

general provisions relating to state educational institutions in the Public School Code to 
remove references to “adequate yearly progress.” 
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• H 112, School Transportation Info Reporting, Rep. Roch – proposed to amend the 
Public School Finance Act to change the reporting dates for school transportation funding 
of school districts and state-chartered charter schools to the second reporting date of the 
prior year (from the first reporting date of the current year); allow the State 
Transportation Director, with the approval of the Secretary of Public Education, to 
transfer funds from the Emergency Transportation Fund to provide for growth; and 
include an effective date of July 1, 2015 (FY 16). 

 
• H 209, Limited Teacher License Reciprocity, Rep. Stewart – proposed to repeal and re-

enact a section of the Public School Code requiring the demonstration of the knowledge 
of the science of teaching reading for elementary and special education licensure for a 
teacher licensed in another state. 

 
• CS/S 330, School Transportation Boundary Agreements, Sen. Pinto  – proposed to 

amend provisions in the Public School Code relating to school bus routes to authorize 
school districts to enter into transportation boundary agreements with adjoining school 
districts for students whose geographical conditions may make it impractical to transport 
these students to a school within the district where they live, and for students residing on 
Native American reservations. 

 
• SJM 10, Assess Role of School P.E. in Child Obesity, Sen. Candelaria – proposed to 

request that the LESC create a task force to assess the role of elementary school physical 
education in reducing obesity in children and that the task force develop a plan for 
increased weekly instruction to improve children’s fitness and provide a report to the 
LESC by October 1, 2014. 

 
Not Printed 
 

• State Support Reserve Fund Reimbursement, Rep. Stewart – proposed to require 
reimbursement of the State Support Reserve Fund to maintain statutory required credit 
balance; and update the name of the Federal Savings and Loan Insurance Corporation. 

 
• Public Education Commission as an Independent Entity, Sen. Keller – proposed to 

establish the Public Education Commission (PEC) as an independent entity and remove 
its administrative attachment to the Public Education Department (PED); provide for 
PEC rulemaking authority and staff; and remove from PED and grant to PEC the 
authority to review decisions to grant, renew, deny, or revoke a charter for a charter 
school (withdrawn at the request of the sponsor). 
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LEGISLATIVE MEMORIALS 
 
HOUSE MEMORIALS 
 
Directed to the LESC 
 
HM 71, Study Common Core Standards, Rep. Stewart – requests that the LESC examine the 
cost, benefits, disadvantages, and efficacy of New Mexico’s participation in the Common Core 
State Standards and the Partnership for Assessment of Readiness for College and Careers and 
report its findings to the Legislature by November 1, 2014. 
 
HM 81, International Baccalaureate Programs, Rep. Stewart – requests that the LESC study 
the current and potential role of International Baccalaureate educational programs in New 
Mexico. 
 
HM 99, Adult Education Program Funding Formula, Rep. Miera – requests that the Higher 
Education Department, in cooperation with the LESC and the Legislative Finance Committee, 
form a youth work group, whose members represent certain constituencies, study the feasibility 
of fully funding the formula for adult education programs; and that the work group present its 
recommendations to the LESC by August 1, 2014. 
 
Potential Report to LESC 
 
HM 9, School Athlete & Veteran Concussion Study, Rep. Smith – requests that the Brain Injury 
Advisory Council conduct a statewide concussion needs assessment for middle and high school 
student athletes and veterans and to report its findings to the appropriate interim legislative 
committee by November 1, 2014. 
 
HM 16a, Study Services to Sexually Exploited Minors, Rep. Chasey – requests that a task force, 
including the Children, Youth and Families Department, be formed to study the delivery of 
services to sexually exploited minors, including the effects of a safe harbor law on the delivery 
of services; and requests that the task force report to the appropriate legislative interim 
committee and the Legislative Health and Human Services Committee no later than November 
2014. 
 
HM 37, Tribal College Lottery Scholarship Exclusion, Rep. Clahchischilliage – requests that 
the Higher Education Department (HED) examine state programs, including the Legislative 
Lottery Scholarship Program, policies and procedures, and accompanying budget and funding 
processes; requests that HED identify where tribal colleges are excluded; and requests that HED 
prepare a report 90 days before the 2015 regular legislative session. 
 
HM 49, Mid & High School Science Teams, Rep. McCamley – requests that the New Mexico 
Activities Association study the formation of science teams at all state middle and high schools 
and report recommendations to the appropriate legislative interim committee by December 1, 
2014.  
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Other Education Related 
 
HM 7, Donation of Excess School Meals Work Group, Rep. DM Gallegos – requests that the 
Public Education Department inform all school district and charter school food directors to 
donate excess school meals; and requests state agencies and nonprofit organizations to convene a 
work group to address food redistribution to hungry and homeless people in New Mexico.  
 
HM 44, Study Oregon’s “Pay it Forward” Tuition Pgm., Rep. K. Martinez – requests that the 
Legislative Finance Committee study the feasibility of adapting Oregon’s “Pay It Forward” 
deferred tuition payment model for implementation in New Mexico. 
 
HM 61, Public Facility Energy & Water Study, Rep. Youngblood – requests that key agencies, 
including the Public Education Department, conduct a joint study concerning clean energy 
performance contracting, water conservation, and related financing efforts for public facilities in 
New Mexico and how they might be expanded, improved, and promoted.

SJM 12a, Study Transporting School Students, Sen. Woods – requests that the Public Education 
Department (PED) develop and implement a two-year pilot program to study the fiscal and 
programmatic effects of transporting students between and among school districts to support 
school choice; and requests that PED report to the LESC and the Legislative Finance Committee 
before the 2017 legislative session.  (For the LESC)  [Related to S 320, which was vetoed] 
 
Other Education Related 
 
SJM 4a, Study State Building Broadband Infrastructure, Sen. Candelaria/ Rep. Rodella – 
requests that a task force be convened to study appropriate ways for the state to participate in 
building broadband network infrastructure; that membership include representatives from the 
University of New Mexico, New Mexico State University, the New Mexico Institute of Mining 
and Technology, and New Mexico Highlands University; and that the Legislative Finance 
Committee, the Science, Technology and Telecommunications Committee, and the New Mexico 
Finance Authority Oversight Committee hear testimony and receive recommendations.  (For the 
New Mexico Finance Authority Oversight Committee) 
 
SM 69, Education of Children in Juvenile Justice, Sen. O’Neill – requests that the Public 
Education Department develop a comprehensive strategy for educating children who have been 
suspended, expelled, or detained in the juvenile or criminal justice systems for misconduct; and 
convene a work group to make strategy recommendations. 
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OTHER PUBLIC SCHOOL-RELATED LEGISLATION 
 
CS/H 92, School Child Sexual Abuse Detection Training (Laws 2014, Ch. 9) – amends the 
School Personnel Act to require all licensed school employees to be trained in detecting and 
reporting child sexual abuse; and to require health education instruction to include age-
appropriate sexual abuse and assault awareness, including assault awareness and prevention 
training; and require the Public Education Department to coordinate with the Children, Youth 
and Families Department to develop training programs that meet federal Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention standards. 
 
H 182, Move Apprenticeship Assistance Program (Laws 2014, Ch. 51) – transfers the 
functions, appropriations, money, contractual obligations and other property, powers and duties 
related to the administration and oversight of the Apprenticeship Assistance Act from the 
Instructional Support and Vocational Education Division of the Public Education Department to 
the Workforce Solutions Department; also changes the membership of the Apprenticeship and 
Training Advisory Committee. 
 
H 271a, K-12 Breakfast After the Bell Programs (Laws 2014, Ch. 16) – amends the Public 
School Code to establish a “Breakfast After the Bell” program for students in grades K-12; 
establishes funding and reporting guidelines; also appropriates $680,000 from the General Fund 
to the Public Education Department for expenditure in FY 15. 
 
H 280a, Return to Statutory School Class Loads (Laws 2014, Ch. 77) – creates a new section 
of the School Personnel Act to return to statutory individual class and teaching loads over a 
three-year period. 
 
H 330, Diploma Seal of Bilingualism (Laws 2014, Ch. 46) – creates a new section of the Public 
School Code providing for a state seal of bilingualism-biliteracy on a New Mexico Diploma of 
Excellence for graduates who are proficient in speaking and writing a language other than 
English. 
 
FL/CS/S 75a, Emergency Medications in Schools (Laws 2014, Ch. 50) – requires the 
Department of Health to promulgate rules regarding the use of Albuterol to treat respiratory 
distress and the use of Epinephrine to treat anaphylactic reactions in schools; provides for the 
stock supply of Albuterol and Epinephrine in schools; and provides for school policies and 
related laws to comport with federal grant requirements regarding emergency medication in 
schools. 
 
*S 122a, School District P.E. Requirements (Laws 2014, Ch. 71) – amends the Public School 
Graduation Requirements for students to meet a physical education requirement. 
 
S 169, Summer Civics School Courses as Electives [POCKET VETO] – amends the courses of 
instruction and school programs section of the I to allow summer civic courses to be offered as 
electives. 
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CS/S 206, Foster Care System Student Tuition Waiver (Laws 2014, Ch. 62) – adds a new 
section in state law regarding state and private educational institutions to provide for the waiver 
of tuition and fees at public postsecondary educational institutions for students who have been in 
the foster care system or in the legal custody of a New Mexico Indian nation, tribe or pueblo, or 
the Bureau of Indian Affairs. 
 
*S 307a, School District P.E. & Graduation Requirement (Laws 2014, Ch. 70) – amends the 
graduation requirements in the Public School Code to prohibit changes to the graduation 
requirements for a student from those specified in law at the time the student entered the ninth 
grade; and, with approval of each school district, to allow participation in marching band, an 
athletic team, or an athletic sport during the school day to count toward fulfillment of physical 
education graduation unit requirements. 
 
*CS/S 347, Lottery Tuition Scholarship Fund Solvency (Laws 2014, Ch. 80 [partial veto]) – 
makes changes to the Legislative Lottery Scholarship Program to extend its financial solvency 
and changes the requirements for and the amount of awards; requires a $2.0 million minimum 
balance in the Lottery Tuition Fund; and distributes 39 percent from the Liquor Excise Tax to the 
Lottery Tuition Fund.

sufficient funds to provide a three percent average salary increase for all teachers, other 
instructional staff and other licensed and unlicensed staff effective the first full pay 
period after July 1, 2014. This amount does not include and is in addition to salary 
increases due to licensure advancement pursuant to the School Personnel Act. Prior to the 
approval of each school district’s or charter school’s budget, the secretary of public 
education shall verify that the school district or charter school is providing a three percent 
average salary increase for all teachers and other licensed school employees and a three 
percent average salary increase for all unlicensed school employees.

F. HEALTH, HOSPITALS AND HUMAN SERVICES 

 
HUMAN SERVICES DEPARTMENT  
 

The federal funds appropriations to the income support program of the human services 
department include thirty million five hundred twenty-seven thousand five hundred 
dollars ($30,527,500) from the federal temporary assistance for needy families block 
grant for transfer to the children, youth and families department for childcare programs, 
two million dollars ($2,000,000) for home visiting, six million one hundred thousand 
dollars ($6,100,000) for prekindergarten and two hundred thousand dollars ($200,000) 
for a supportive housing pilot project to provide permanent housing and supportive 
services for families that lack adequate housing or struggle with substance abuse or 
mental health issues and have children who have been identified as victims of child abuse 
or neglect. [p. 109, lines 8-15] 

 
CHILDREN, YOUTH AND FAMILIES DEPARTMENT  
 

The internal service funds/interagency transfers appropriations to the early childhood 
services program of the children, youth and families department include thirty million 
five hundred twenty-seven thousand five hundred dollars ($30,527,500) from the federal 
temporary assistance for needy families block grant for childcare programs, two million 
dollars ($2,000,000) for home visiting and six million one hundred thousand dollars 
($6,100,000) for prekindergarten. [p. 137, lines 13-17] 
 
The general fund appropriations to the early childhood services program of the children, 
youth and families department include two million dollars ($2,000,000) to pilot extended-
day prekindergarten, an additional six hundred thousand dollars ($600,000), including 
three hundred thousand dollars ($300,000) for training, technical assistance and 
professional development for childcare assistance programs and three hundred thousand 
dollars ($300,000) for statewide childcare teacher education, retention and compensation, 
four hundred fifty thousand dollars ($450,000) for high-quality early childhood 
development center planning grants and an additional two million five hundred thousand 
dollars ($2,500,000) for homevisiting programs. [p. 137, lines 18-25]  
 
The general fund appropriation to the early childhood services program of the children, 
youth and families department in the contractual services category includes twenty-five 
thousand dollars ($25,000) for evidence-based home visiting services in northern New 
Mexico and fifty thousand dollars ($50,000) to improve and expand early childhood 
education programs in Anton Chico in Guadalupe county. [p. 138, lines 1-4]

PUBLIC EDUCATION DEPARTMENT 
 

The general fund appropriations to the public education department include seven 
hundred fifty thousand dollars ($750,000) for operating and maintaining the operating 
budget management system and student teacher accountability reporting system 
contingent on the public education department granting access to these systems to the 
legislative finance committee and the legislative education study committee.  
[p. 152, lines 6-9] 

 
K. PUBLIC SCHOOL SUPPORT  

 

PUBLIC SCHOOL SUPPORT  
 

The purpose of public school support is to carry out the mandate to establish and 
maintain a uniform system of free public schools sufficient for the education of, and open 
to, all the children of school age in the state.  [p. 189, lines 9-12]  
 
The rate of distribution of the state equalization guarantee distribution shall be based on a 
program unit value determined by the secretary of public education. The secretary of 
public education shall establish a preliminary unit value to establish budgets for the 2014-
2015 school year and then, on verification of the number of units statewide for fiscal year 
2015 but no later than January 31, 2015, may adjust the program unit value once.  
[p. 189, lines 14-18]  
 
The general fund appropriation to the state equalization guarantee distribution includes 
one hundred fifty thousand dollars ($150,000) for licensed school counselors to generate 
program units for being certified by the national board for professional teaching standards 
contingent on enactment of House Bill 122 or similar legislation during the second 
session of the fifty-first legislature.4 [p. 191, lines 1-4]  
 
After considering those elementary physical education programs eligible for state 
financial support and the amount of state funding available for elementary physical 
education, the secretary of public education shall annually determine the programs and 
the consequent numbers of students in elementary physical education that will be used to 
calculate the number of elementary physical education program units.

Any unexpended balances in the supplemental distribution of the public education 
department remaining at the end of fiscal year 2015 from appropriations made from the

SECTION 5. SPECIAL APPROPRIATIONS  

 

The following amounts are appropriated from the general fund or other funds as indicated for the 
purposes specified. Unless otherwise indicated, the appropriation may be expended in fiscal 
years 2014 and 2015. Unless otherwise indicated, any unexpended balances of the appropriations 
remaining at the end of fiscal year 2015 shall revert to the appropriate fund.  [p.194, lines 18-21]   
 
(4) LEGISLATIVE EDUCATION STUDY COMMITTEE   ($97,900)  
For expenditure in fiscal year 2015 for two full time equivalent positions.   [p. 195, line 7]  
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SECTION 8. COMPENSATION APPROPRIATIONS.  [p.216, line 23 – p. 220, line 5]  
 
A. Nineteen million seven hundred ninety-one thousand six hundred dollars ($19,791,600) is 

appropriated from the general fund to the department of finance and administration for 
expenditure in fiscal year 2015 to provide salary increases of three percent to employees in 
budgeted positions who have completed their probationary period subject to satisfactory job 
performance. The salary increases shall be effective the first full pay period after July 1, 
2014, and distributed as follows: 

 
(1) three hundred fifty-six thousand six hundred dollars ($356,600) to provide permanent 
legislative employees, including permanent employees of the legislative council service, 
legislative finance committee, legislative education study committee, legislative building 
services, the house and senate, house and senate chief clerks’ offices and house and 
senate leadership, with a salary increase of three percent; 
(2) five hundred seventy-nine thousand nine hundred thirty-seven dollars ($579,937) to 
provide the justices of the supreme court a salary increase to one hundred thirty-four 
thousand nine hundred twenty-two dollars ($134,922) and to provide the chief justice of 
the supreme court, the chief judge of the court of appeals, and judges of the court of 
appeals, district courts, metropolitan courts and magistrate courts a salary increase 
pursuant to the provisions of Section 34-1-9 NMSA 1978; 
(3) forty-four thousand one hundred forty-eight dollars ($44,148) to provide district 
attorneys who serve in a district that does not include a class A county with a salary 
increase to one hundred twelve thousand four hundred fifty-four dollars ($112,454) and 
district attorneys who serve in a district that includes a class A county with a salary 
increase to one hundred eighteen thousand three hundred seventy-two dollars ($118,372); 
(4) three million sixty-one thousand five hundred fifteen dollars ($3,061,515) to provide 
child support hearing officers, special commissioners, all judicial permanent employees 
and all district attorney permanent employees other than elected district attorneys and 
other employees whose salaries are set by statute with a salary increase of three percent; 
and 
(5) fifteen million seven hundred forty-nine thousand four hundred dollars ($15,749,400) 
sufficient to provide incumbents in agencies governed by the State Personnel Act, the 
New Mexico state police career pay system, attorney general employees, workers’ 
compensation judges and executive exempt employees with a salary increase of three 
percent as follows:  

 
(a) seven million three hundred eighty-four thousand four hundred twenty dollars 
($7,384,420) for classified employees not represented by a collective bargaining 
agreement;  
(b) six million five hundred eighty-nine thousand five hundred forty-eight dollars 
($6,589,548) for classified employees represented by a collective bargaining 
agreement in effect on July 1, 2014; and  
(c) one million seven hundred seventy-five thousand four hundred thirty-two 
dollars ($1,775,432) for executive exempt employees, including attorney general 
employees and workers’ compensation judges. 
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B. Five million dollars ($5,000,000) is appropriated from the general fund to the department of 

finance and administration to provide salary increases as follows:  
 

(1) three million dollars ($3,000,000) is appropriated from the general fund to the 
department of finance and administration for expenditure in fiscal year 2015 to begin 
implementation of the law enforcement pay plan for all commissioned officers in the 
department of public safety in accordance with the specific structure of the department of 
public safety’s law enforcement pay plan based on years of service and officer rank. The 
department of finance and administration shall allocate the distribution such that 
commissioned officers receive an average five percent increase. The department of public 
safety shall present the next phase of implementation of the law enforcement pay plan to 
the legislature before September 1, 2014; and  
(2) two million dollars ($2,000,000) is appropriated from the general fund to the 
department of finance and administration for expenditure in fiscal year 2015 to provide:  
 

(a) salary adjustments in specific job classifications in the classified service 
identified by the department of finance and administration and the state personnel 
office as having specific problems affecting recruitment and retention, including 
but not limited to compensation relative to market salaries, high agency vacancy 
and turnover rates resulting from inadequate salaries compared with market 
salaries, salary compaction internal to agencies, internal agency pay equity and 
difficult-to-fill positions. Employees receiving these adjustments will be in 
budgeted positions and will have completed their probationary period subject to 
satisfactory job performance. The department of finance and administration shall 
allocate the distribution such that no employee receives more than a five percent 
increase under this subsection; and  
(b) prospective salary increases required to partially implement the arbitration 
awards confirmed in State of New Mexico, Movant v. American Federation of 
State, County and Municipal Employees, Council 18, AFL-CIO, CLC, 
Respondent, State of New Mexico, District Court, Second Judicial District, No. 
D-202-CV-2009-09756, the consolidated action which confirmed both the June 
15, 2009, Arbitration Award regarding the AFSCME grievance (District Court 
Nos. D-202-CV-2009-09756 and D-202-CV-2009-09933), and the September 25, 
2009, Arbitration Award regarding the Communications Workers of America 
grievance (District Court No. D-202-2009-11860) challenging the state’s 
implementation of the compensation appropriation made in the General 
Appropriation Act of 2008, Section 8(A)(5). The department of finance and 
administration shall not distribute funds to an agency pursuant to this 
subparagraph unless the agency certifies, and the department finds, that the 
agency does not have other funds available to satisfy its obligations with respect 
to prospective salary increases. 
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C. Nine million one hundred thirty-six thousand two hundred dollars ($9,136,200) is 
appropriated from the general fund to the higher education department for expenditure in 
fiscal year 2015 to provide faculty and staff of two-year and four-year public post-secondary 
educational institutions with an annual average salary increase of one and one-half percent 
the first full pay period after July 1, 2014. 
 

D. The department of finance and administration shall distribute a sufficient amount to each 
agency to provide the appropriate increase for those employees whose salaries are received 
as a result of the general fund appropriations in the General Appropriation Act of 2014. Any 
unexpended or unencumbered balances remaining at the end of fiscal year 2015 shall revert 
to the general fund. 

 
E. For those state employees whose salaries are referenced in or received as a result of non-

general fund appropriations in the General Appropriations Act of 2014, the department of 
finance and administration shall transfer from the appropriate fund to the appropriate agency 
the amount required for the salary increases equivalent to those provided for in this section, 
and such amounts are appropriated for expenditure in fiscal year 2015. Any unexpended or 
unencumbered balance remaining at the end of fiscal year 2015 shall revert to the appropriate 
fund.

($19,282,700) and the amount transferred to the tobacco settlement program fund pursuant to 
Paragraph B of Section 6-4-9 NMSA 1978 in fiscal year 2014 to fully fund appropriations made 
from the tobacco settlement program fund contained in Section 4 of Chapter 227 of Laws 2013. 
 
B. Notwithstanding the provisions of Sections 6-4-9, 6-4-10 and 6-4-11 NMSA 1978 or other 
substantive law, the department of finance and administration shall transfer an amount from the 
tobacco settlement permanent fund to the tobacco settlement program fund equal to the 
difference between appropriations contained in Section 4 of the General Appropriation Act of 
2014 made from the tobacco settlement program fund and the amount transferred to the tobacco 
settlement program fund pursuant to Paragraph B of Section 6-4-9 NMSA 1978 in fiscal year 
2015 to fully fund appropriations made from the tobacco settlement program fund contained in 
Section 4 of the General Appropriation Act of 2014. 
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C. Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 6-24-23 NMSA 1978 or other substantive law, the 
higher education department shall transfer from the lottery tuition fund to the tobacco settlement 
permanent fund an amount equal to the amount transferred from the tobacco settlement 
permanent fund to the lottery tuition fund pursuant to paragraph D of Section 6-4-9 NMSA 1978 
in fiscal year 2014. 
 
D. Fifteen million dollars ($15,000,000) is transferred in fiscal year 2015 from the operating 
reserve to the appropriation contingency fund.  [p. 234, lines 12-25 and p. 235, lines 1-6]  
 

SECTION 13. TRANSFER AUTHORITY 

 

A. If revenue and transfers to the general fund at the end of fiscal year 2014 are not sufficient to 
meet appropriations, the governor, with state board of finance approval, may transfer to the 
appropriation account of the general fund the amount necessary to meet that fiscal year’s 
obligations from the operating reserve, provided that the total transferred pursuant to this 
subsection shall not exceed eighty million dollars ($80,000,000). This transfer is in addition to

— prohibits former statewide elected officials, former public regulation commissioners, 
former legislators, and former cabinet secretaries from accepting compensation as 
lobbyists for a period of two years after their service; prohibits employers of lobbyists 
from compensating former statewide elected officials, former public regulations 
commissioners, former legislators, and former cabinet secretaries as lobbyists for a period 
of two years after service; and imposes a misdemeanor penalty for violations.

 H 98a SCHOOL BUS FUEL GROSS RECEIPTS (Passed H), Rep. Gonzales — creates a new 

section in the Gross Receipts and Compensating Tax Act to provide for a deduction from 
the Gross Receipts Tax for receipts for the sale of fuel for school buses for to-and-from 
school or school-related transportation; and provides a deduction from the Compensating 
Tax for fuel used in a school bus.

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 H 172 MESALANDS CC ATHLETIC PROGRAMS, Rep. Roch — appropriates $75,000 from 
the General Fund to the Higher Education Department for expenditure in FY 15 for 
Mesalands Community College athletic programs. 

 
 H 173 ABQ WEST MESA HIGH SCHOOL HEALTH CLINIC, Rep. Maestas/Sen. Candelaria 

— appropriates $150,000 from the General Fund to the Department of Health for 
expenditure in FY 15 to operate a school-based health clinic at West Mesa High School in 
Albuquerque. 

 
 H 174 CHILD ENTICEMENT CRIMINAL PENALTIES (Passed H), Rep. Perea — increases 

the criminal penalty for the enticement of a child to a third degree felony if the child is 
under 13 and to a fourth degree felony if the child is over 13 but younger than 16 years 
of age.

minimum wage for those that receive more than $30 a month in tips to $2.85 an hour. 

 
 H 219 NMSU SCIENCE, MATH & TECH OUTREACH PROGRAM, Rep. MH García — 

appropriates $290,600 from the General Fund to the Board of Regents of New Mexico 
State University for expenditure in FY 15 and subsequent years to support the Science, 
Technology, Engineering, Mathematics and Entrepreneurship Outreach and Retention 
Program. 

 
 H 220 NEW MEXICO GROWN PRODUCE IN SCHOOL LUNCHES, Rep. MH García — 

appropriates $100,000 from the General Fund to the Board of Regents of New Mexico 
State University for expenditure in FY 15 and subsequent years for the New Mexico 
Department of Agriculture to purchase locally grown New Mexico fresh fruits and 
vegetables and to administer a program to provide such fresh fruits and vegetables for 
public school lunch programs in the Gadsden, Las Cruces, and Deming school districts.  
[Related to H 81, H 86, H 271aa, which passed, and S 23aa, S 143, S 272] 

 
 H 221 PROPERTY TAX EXEMPTIONS FOR CERTAIN AGE, Rep. Stapleton — provides an 

exemption from property tax for persons of a certain age.  (May affect public schools) 
 
 H 227 LIMIT CERTAIN STANDARDS-BASED ASSESSMENTS, Rep. McCamley — amends 

the Assessment and Accountability Act to limit to seven days a year the administration of 
all standards-based assessments to students in grades 3, 8, and 10; also eliminates 
standards-based assessments for students in other grades.

 H 252a PRE-K PROVIDER GROSS RECEIPTS (Passed H), Rep. Irwin — exempts from the 

Gross Receipts Tax those for-profit pre-kindergarten providers who provide pre-
kindergarten services pursuant to the Pre-Kindergarten Act.  [Identical to H 302] 
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 *H 254a LOTTERY SCHOLARSHIP SOLVENCY (Passed H), Rep. Smith/Sen. Candelaria — 
adds new material to current law to create the Legislative Lottery Tuition Fund Act; 
amends provisions relating to the Lottery Tuition Fund and the Community College Act; 
and repeals three sections of current law in Chapter 21, State and Private Education 
Institutions; provides a definition of terms such as “legacy student”; changes the amounts 
of the awards; and beginning in FY 15 requires the boards of regents or governing bodies 
of public postsecondary institutions to award lottery tuition scholarships to qualified 
students and legacy students.

General Fund to the Public Education Department for expenditure in FY 15 for the Indian 
Education Division to conduct a planning and feasibility study for a charter school on 
tribal land to serve isolated rural communities. 

 
 H 258 SCIENCE & MATH TEACHER DEVELOPMENT, Rep. Stewart — provides for  
 CS/H 258 professional development for science and mathematics teachers within the Mathematics 

and Science Education Act; requires an annual report no later than November 1 of each 
year; and appropriates $500,000 from the General Fund for expenditure in FY 15 and 
subsequent years to make grants for professional development for mathematics and science 
teachers. 

 
 H 259 EARLY LITERACY ACT, Rep. Stewart — creates the Early Literacy Act within the

 H 274 ABQ SCHOOLS PARENT ADVOCACY PROJECT, Rep. CH Trujillo — appropriates 

$580,000 from the General Fund to the Public Education Department for expenditure in 
FY 15 and subsequent fiscal years to establish a Parent Advocacy Project to enhance 
parental support of failing students in Albuquerque Public Schools. 

 
 H 275 RAISE STATE EMPLOYEE MINIMUM WAGE, Rep. CH Trujillo — raises the 

minimum wage for state employees to no less than $12.00 per hour. 
 
 H 276 TEACHER LICENSURE ADVANCEMENT, Rep. Roch — amends sections of the 

School Personnel Act to change the designations for teacher licensure levels to apprentice, 
professional, master, and administrator.  [Related to FL/H 67a, H 148, H 289, and S 104, 
S 105]  (Message 77) 

 
 H 278a VETERAN VIRTUAL REALITY PTSD TREATMENT (Passed H), Rep. Hamilton — 

continues the Veterans Virtual Reality Treatment Pilot Project to determine the efficacy of 
virtual reality treatments for veterans who suffer from post-traumatic stress disorder; 
provides for therapists training; provides for virtual reality therapy curriculum 
development for the Master’s of Social Work Program at Western New Mexico University 
(WNMU); provides that the program be administered through WNMU with interim and 
final reports be given to the Governor and to the Health and Human Services Committee; 
and creates the Veterans Virtual Reality Treatment Fund.  (Message 75)

 H 308 SCHOOL TRANSPORTATION BOUNDARY AGREEMENTS, Rep. Jeff — requires 

school districts with 75 percent or more Native American students residing within their 
boundaries to consult with tribal leaders regarding certain public school transportation 
issues; defines the term “school district” for transportation boundary agreements; and 
provides for a resolution process for transportation boundary disputes by requiring a 
written complaint to the Public Education Department.

 *H 342a HEALTH ACT CHILD PLACEMENT DEFINITIONS (Passed H), Rep. R. Martinez — 

revises definitions in the Public Health Act to include certain residential placements for 
children and persons up to 21 years of age.  (May affect public schools)  (Message 116) 

 
 H 345 SCHOOL FINANCE “LOCAL REVENUE,” Rep. Stewart — changes the definition of

appropriates $4.0 million from the General Fund to the Department of Health (DOH) for 
expenditure in FY 15 to implement the recommendation of DOH’s 2003 study of 
reimbursement rates for providers of services to the Family, Infant, Toddler program that 
the DOH operates.

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 S 230 ENERGY AUDITS FOR CERTAIN SCHOOL DISTRICTS, Sen. Campos — appropriates 
$10.5 million from the General Fund to the Energy, Minerals and Natural Resources 
Department for expenditure in FY 15 through FY 17 to conduct energy audits and to 
purchase and install appropriate alternative energy systems in school districts with fewer 
than 300 students. 

 
 S 232a USE & SALE OF TOBACCO PRODUCTS TO MINORS, Sen. Ryan — defines terms 

such as “tobacco product” and “vapor device” within the Tobacco Products, Alternative 
Nicotine Product and Vapor Act; prohibits the sale of tobacco products, alternative 
nicotine products, and vapor devices to minors; and requires that no later than August 1, 
2014, the Public Education Department revise its tobacco, alcohol, and drug-free school 
district policy to include alternative nicotine products and vapor devices.

 S 257 LOW-INCOME, AT-RISK CHILDREN DANCE PROGRAM, Sen. Morales — 

appropriates $140,000 from the General Fund to the Children, Youth and Families 
Department for expenditure in FY 15 to provide low-income, at-risk children access to a 
best-practice, character-building youth dance program in partnership with local school 
districts statewide. 

 
 S 258 SCHOOL TRANSPORTATION & TRIBAL LEADERS, Sen. Muñoz — requires school 

districts with 75 percent or more of Native American students residing within their 
boundaries to consult with tribal leaders regarding certain public school transportation 
issues.  [Related to S 278, S 320, which was vetoed, CS/S 330, SJM 12a, which passed, 
and H 169, H 308] 

 
 S 259 EARLY CHILDHOOD CARE & EDUCATION, Sen. Beffort — makes appropriations and 

amends the Early Childhood Education and Care Act in the Children’s Code to add a 
definition for an “early childhood care and education system”; modifies the powers and 
duties of the State Early Learning Advisory Council to require the council to develop a 
legislative proposal for the system by November 1, 2014; appropriates a total of $2.8 
million through six separate appropriations from the General Fund to the Children, Youth 
and Families Department or the Higher Education Department for expenditure in FY 15 
and, in some cases, FY 16.  (For the Legislative Finance Committee) 

 
 S 261 NORTHERN NM STATE SCHOOL VETERANS CENTER, Sen. Martinez —

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   Mexico State School for expenditure in FY 15 to create a Veterans Center on the Española 
campus to assist veterans in the transition from military to civilian and student life. 

 
 S 262 NORTHERN NM STATE SCHOOL SUPPLIES, Sen. Martinez — appropriates $85,000 

from the General Fund to the Board of Regents of Northern New Mexico State School for 
expenditure in FY 15 to purchase instructional and classroom supplies and equipment. 

 
 S 264 SCHOOL DISTRICT POLICE FORCES, Sen. Neville — creates a new section in law 

enforcement statutes authorizing a school district to establish a police force with 
jurisdiction within the boundaries of the school district; requires specialized training; and 
requires a school district to report to the Public Education Department and the appropriate 
legislative interim committee on the operations of the police force within one year of 
establishment. 

 
 *S 265 LEGISLATIVE INTERIM CHILDREN’S COUNCIL, Sen. Papen — creates the 

Children’s Council as an interim legislative council from the date of appointment until 
December 1 prior to the 2015 legislative session; prescribes a membership of 16 members

districts with 75 percent or more of Native American students residing within their 
boundaries to consult with tribal leaders on issues related to public school transportation 
services; including transportation boundary disputes.  [Related to S 258, S 320, which was 
vetoed, CS/S 330, SJM 12a, which passed, and H 169, H 308] 

 
 S 280 INTELLECTUAL DISABILITY STUDENT FRIENDSHIPS, Sen. Morales — 

appropriates $100,000 from the General Fund to the Public Education Department for 
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expenditure in FY 15 to enhance programs in middle schools and high schools directed at 
fostering one-to-one friendships between students with and without intellectual and 
development disabilities and promoting inclusion in school climates. 

 
 S 285 RAISE MINIMUM WAGE, Sen. C. Sanchez — raises the minimum wage to $8.00 per 

hour, effective January 1, 2015; and provides certain exceptions. 
 
 S 293 CARLOS VIGIL MEMORAL ACT & PREVENT BULLYING, Sen. Candelaria/ 

Rep. Smith — creates the Carlos Vigil Memorial Act to help cultivate a school culture 
where bullying is unacceptable; creates the Carlos Vigil Memorial Board; creates the 
Eradicate Bullying Fund in the State Treasury to be administered by the Board of Regents 
at the University of New Mexico; and appropriates $200,000 from the General Fund to the 
Eradicate Bullying Fund for expenditure in FY 15 and subsequent years to carry out the 
provisions of the act.

Public Education Department (PED) from continuing to implement the Common Core 
Standards until certain requirements have been met; provides requirements for the 
adoption or revision of curricular standards; requires the state to withdraw from the 
Partnership for Assessment of Readiness for College and Careers; prohibits the state from 
implementing assessments aligned to common core standards by the partnership; requires 
the state to use assessments in place before the adoption of the common core standards;

and a fiscal analysis of implementation of common core standards; and appropriates 
$50,000 from the General Fund to PED for expenditure in FY 15 to hold public meetings 
on implementation of common core standards.

intervention and remediation practices for grades K-8 and top-to-bottom accountability;

fund reading and mathematics intervention teachers for students in grades K-8 who are in 
need of intervention.  [Related to S 45, and CS/H 93, H 259, H 295] 

 
 S 298 GUADALUPE COUNTY EARLY CHILDHOOD PROGRAMS, Sen. Campos — 

appropriates $50,000 from the General Fund to the Local Government Division of the 
Department of Finance and Administration for expenditure in FY 15 to improve and 
expand early childhood education programs in Guadalupe County and in Anton Chico. 

 
 S 302 REPEAL CAPITAL GAINS DEDUCTION, Sen. M. Sanchez — repeals the capital gains 

deduction from net income effective January 1, 2015; and transfers $3.0 million from the 
repeal of the capital gains savings to the Lottery Tuition Fund for five years until June 30, 
2019.  [Related to S 8aa, S 141, S 146, *S 150, S 303, *S 327, *S 379, SM 23 and H 145, 
*H 254a, *H 263a, *CS/H 348a, HM 37, which passed, HM 44, which passed] 
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 S 303 MOTOR VEHICLE TAX TO LOTTERY TUITION, Sen. M. Sanchez — increases the 
motor vehicle excise tax to 3.75 percent; and provides for a 20 percent distribution of tax 
receipts to the Lottery Tuition Fund.  [Related to S 8aa, S 141, S 146, *S 150, S 302, 
*S 327, *S 379, SM 23 and H 145, *H 254a, *H 263a, *CS/H 348a, HM 37, which passed, 
HM 44, which passed] 

 
 S 309 HIGHER ED. FACULTY PARITY ACT, Sen. Morales — creates the Faculty Parity Act; 

provides certain benefits, including the state’s educational retirement system, to adjunct 
and non-tenure track faculty at public postsecondary educational institutions; and creates 
the Faculty Restoration and Equity Fund in each public postsecondary educational 
institution, with a sufficient amount of the appropriations from the Legislature for 
instruction and general purposes to be transferred to the fund for FY 15 through FY 21. 

 
 S 310a SCHOOL DISTRICT “LOCAL REVENUE,” Sen. Candelaria — amends the Public 

School Finance Act to expand the definition of “local revenue” for calculation of a school 
district’s State Equalization Guarantee distribution. 

 
 S 315a CHILD SEXUAL EXPLOITATION BY PROSTITUTION, Sen. Candelaria — revises 

penalties for sexual exploitation of children 16 years of age or younger by prostitution to 
include a first-degree felony. 

 
 S 319 STATE MINIMUM WAGE & ANNUAL INCREASES, Sen. Campos — provides for a  
 CS/S 319 minimum hourly wage rate of $10.10 for state employees and for employees of state 

contractors of contracts valued at greater than $60,000; and provides for the state 
minimum wage to increase annually at the rate of inflation.  [Related to S 322] 

 
 S 322 STATE & STATE EDUCATION MINIMUM WAGE, Sen. Campos — raises the 

minimum wage for employees of the state and state educational institutions to no less than 
$10.10 per hour.  [Related to CS/S 319] 

 
 S 325 NATIONAL MERIT SCHOLAR SCHOLARSHIPS, Sen. Candelaria — establishes a 

scholarship program for National Merit Scholars, renewable each semester for four 
consecutive years; and provides award provisions. 

 
 S 326 READING SUCCESS ACT, Sen. Sapien — creates the Reading Success Act within the 

Public School Code and defines terms such as “intervention” and “reading proficiency”; 
requires baseline assessment data on reading proficiency for students; provides 
interventions and differentiated remediation measures for students who do not demonstrate 
reading proficiency; establishes reporting deadlines to the Public Education Department, 
with the department presenting to the LESC during the legislative interim; requires schools 
districts to maintain intervention files; and appropriates $25.0 million from the General 
Fund to the State Equalization Guarantee for distribution in FY 15 to implement the 
Reading Success Act. 

 
 *S 327 LOTTERY TUITION FUND ACT & SOLVENCY, Sen. Sapien — adds new material to 

current law to create the Lottery Tuition Fund Act; amends provisions relating to the 
Lottery Tuition Fund and the Community College Act; repeals three sections of current 
law in Chapter 21, State and Private Education Institutions; provides a definition of terms 
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such as “legacy student” and “two-year branch institution”; changes the amounts of the 
awards beginning in FY 15; requires the boards of regents or governing bodies of public 
postsecondary institutions to award lottery tuition scholarships to qualified students and 
legacy students; and requires reports by the Higher Education Department to the 
Legislative Finance Committee and the Department of Finance and Administration by 
November 1 of each year.  [Related to S 8aa, S 141, S 146, *S 150, S 302, S 303, *S 379, 
SM 23 and H 145, *H 254a, *H 263a, *CS/H 348a, HM 37, which passed, HM 44, 
which passed] 

 
 S 330 SCHOOL TRANSPORTATION BOUNDARY AGREEMENTS, Sen. Pinto — amends  
 CS/S 330 provisions in the Public School Code relating to school bus routes to authorize school 

districts to enter into transportation boundary agreements with adjoining school districts 
for students whose geographical conditions may make it impractical to transport these 
students to a school within the district where they live, and for students residing on Native 
American reservations.  [Related to S 258, S 278, S 320, which was vetoed, CS/S 330, 
SJM 12a, which passed, and H 169, H 308] 

 
 *S 379 LOTTERY TUITION FUND SOLVENCY, Sen. Payne — adds new material to current 

law to create the Legislative Lottery Scholarship Act; amends provisions relating to the 
Lottery Tuition Fund; repeals three sections of current law in Chapter 21, State and Private 
Education Institutions; defines a “qualified student”; distinguishes among various 
postsecondary institutions; and requires a board of regents or governing body of a public 
postsecondary institution to determine the quantity of legislative lottery scholarships to 
award and the award amounts for qualified students who meet eligibility requirements 
according to institutional needs, missions, and goals.  [Related to S 8aa, S 141, S 146, 
*S 150, S 302, S 303, *S 327, SM 23 and H 145, *H 254a, *H 263a, *CS/H 348a, HM 37, 
which passed, HM 44, which passed]

 SJM 7 RETURN BLM LANDS TO LAND GRANTS, Sen. Martinez — requests that the 

New Mexico congressional delegation work closely with the US Bureau of Land 
Management (BLM) to return lands under the current control of the BLM to 
New Mexico’s historic land grants; also requests that the New Mexico congressional 
delegation not support legislation that would transfer to the US Forest Service lands 
currently under BLM control that were once part of land grant common lands.  
(For the Land Grant Committee) 

 
 SJM 10 ASSESS ROLE OF SCHOOL P.E. IN CHILD OBESITY, Sen. Candelaria — requests 

that the LESC create a task force to assess the role of elementary school physical education 
in reducing obesity in children and that the task force develop a plan for increased weekly 
instruction to improve children’s fitness and provide a report to the LESC by October 1, 
2014.  (For the LESC)  [Related to *S 122aa, which passed, S 178, S 307aa, which passed] 

 
 SJM 13 STUDY BRANCH COMMUNITY COLLEGE STATUTES, Sen. Campos — requests 

that the Higher Education Department, in conjunction with the Public Education 
Department, appoint a “branch community college task force” to review the adequacy, 
appropriateness, and alignment of branch and community college statutes, with 
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recommendations to be presented to the appropriate legislative committees by December 
1, 2014 for consideration by the 2015 Legislature. 

 
 SJM 15 COMBINE ALL STATE INVESTMENT FUNCTIONS (Passed S), Sen. Beffort — 

requests that the New Mexico Legislative Council authorize a contract for professional 
services to study the feasibility and potential benefits of combining all state investment 
management and investment functions. 

 
 SJM 17 BID & RFP TRAINING FOR STATE CONTRACTS, Sen. Neville — requests that the 

Secretary of General Services develop guidance and secure qualified training for state and 
local public body employees on bids and requests proposals that will enable fair 
competition by New Mexico resident businesses and contractors.  (May affect public 
schools) 

 
 SJM 18 STANDARDIZED TEST FUNDS REPORT, Sen. Candelaria/Rep. McCamley — requests 

that the Public Education Department report to the LESC by November 1, 2014 on funds 
spent on contracts for standardized tests; including documentation of the procurement 
process. 

 
 SJM 25 STUDY UNM BRIDGE TO SUCCESS ELIGIBILITY, Sen. Padilla — requests that the 

Higher Education Department (HED) study the eligibility requirements and effects of 
proposed changes to those requirements for the University of New Mexico’s Bridge to 
Success Scholarship Program and for similar programs in other higher educational 
institutions; and requests that HED prepare a report of its recommendations to the LESC 
by November 1, 2014.  

 
SENATE JOINT RESOLUTIONS 

 
 SJR 2a BOARD & SUPERINTENDENT OF EDUCATION, CA, Sen. Padilla — proposes an 

amendment to the Constitution of New Mexico to create a 13-member State Board of 
Education, with 10 elected and three appointed members, to make education policy and to 
appoint a Superintendent of Public Instruction to manage the Public Education 
Department.  [Related to HJR 4] 

 
 SJR 3 REQUIRE MESSAGES ON ALL VETOES, CA, Sen. Candelaria — proposes an 

amendment to the Constitution of New Mexico to provide that all bills passed by the 
Legislature and not acted on by the Governor become law and to require veto messages on 
all bills vetoed by the Governor. 

 
 SJR 4a LAND GRANT FUND CARE & INVESTMENTS, CA (Passed S/Failed H), Sen. Keller/ 

Rep. Larrañaga — proposes to amend the Constitution of New Mexico to preserve the 
Land Grant Permanent Fund by increasing the duty of care and removing the restrictions 
on the type of investment that may be made.  (For the Investments and Pensions Oversight 
Committee) 

 
 SJR 8a PUBLIC EDUCATION COMMISSION, CA, Sen. Keller/Rep. MH García — proposes an 

amendment to the Constitution of New Mexico to establish duties and functions of the 
Public Education Commission, including sole authority to render an agency decision 
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regarding applications for the establishment or renewal of charters for state-chartered 
charter schools and regarding the affirmation or revocation of charters for locally chartered 
charter schools. 

 
 SJR 9 STATE ETHICS COMMISSION, CA, Sen. Keller/Rep. Cook — proposes an amendment 

to the Constitution of New Mexico to create an independent state ethics commission to 
oversee the conduct of state officers and employees in the executive and legislative 
branches of government, government contractors, and lobbyists. 

 
 SJR 12 LAND GRANT FUND BALANCE & EDUCATION, CA, Sen. M. Sanchez — proposes 

an amendment to the Constitution of New Mexico to establish a minimum balance of the 
Land Grant Permanent Fund to be maintained before any additional distributions are 
permitted; to extend the current 0.5 percent additional annual distribution beyond FY 16; 
and to provide a 1.5 percent additional annual distribution from the Permanent School 
Fund, starting in FY 17, for nonsectarian early childhood education programs administered 
by the state for the benefit of children before they are eligible to attend kindergarten. 

 
 SJR 13a ANNUALLY INCREASING MINIMUM WAGE, CA (Passed S/Failed H), 

Sen. Martinez — proposes an amendment to the Constitution of New Mexico to establish 
that the minimum wage will increase annually at the rate of inflation but will not increase 
more than 4.0 percent in any one year.  [Related to HJR 9] 

 
 SJR 15a NO NEW SCHOOL ACTIVITY WITHOUT FUNDING, CA, Sen. Ivey-Soto/Rep. Roch 

— proposes an amendment to the Constitution of New Mexico to prohibit state rules or 
regulations that mandate new or increased activity or service by school districts or charter 
schools from having the force of law unless funding for those mandates is provided. 

 
 SJR 17 TWO-THIRDS TO AMEND CONSTITUTION, CA, Sen. Ryan — proposes to amend the 

Constitution of New Mexico to require the approval of two-thirds of the members of each 
house of the Legislature for passage of proposed amendments to the Constitution. 

 
 SJR 21 LEGISLATIVE POWER TO COMPEL WITNESSES, CA, Sen. Cervantes/Rep. Egolf — 

proposes an amendment to the Constitution of New Mexico to give the Legislature and its 
committees the power to compel witnesses to attend legislative hearings, to require sworn 
testimony, and to compel persons to produce documents, electronically stored information, 
or tangible items. 

 
 SJR 23 SEC. OF EDUCATION REQUIREMENTS, CA, Sen. McSorley — proposes to amend the 

Constitution of New Mexico to require the Secretary of Public Education be an educator 
licensed in New Mexico.  [Identical to HJR 13]

clean energy performance contracting, water conservation, and related financing efforts for 
public facilities in New Mexico to find they might be expanded, improved, and promoted; 
and provide a written report and recommendations to the appropriate interim committees 
of the Legislature and to the Legislative Finance Committee prior to December 1, 2014. 

 
 SM 51 ADDRESS INSTITUTIONAL RACISM, Sen. Lopez — encourages every state-funded 

agency and entity to adopt a policy to increase racial equity and address institutional 
racism by January 1, 2015. 

 
 SM 61 STUDY COMMON CORE STANDARDS, Sen. Morales — requests that the LESC 

examine the cost, benefits, disadvantages, and efficacy of New Mexico’s participation in 
the Common Core State Standards and the Partnership for Assessment of Readiness for 
College and Careers and report its findings to the Legislature by November 1, 2014.  
[Related to HM 71, which passed] 

 
 SM 65 STUDY STATE WORKER COMPENSATION, Sen. Campos — requests that the State 

Personnel Office study compensation for state workers and provide long-term analysis of 
the issues that affect job retention and recruitment; and report its findings and 
recommendations to the appropriate interim committee by December 1, 2014. 

 
 SM 72 STUDY ESTABLISHING SCHOOL OF PUBLIC HEALTH, Sen. Cervantes — requests 

that the Higher Education Department (HED) study the feasibility of establishing a School 
of Public Health in New Mexico and requests that HED report its findings to the 
Legislative Health and Human Services Committee and to the Legislative Finance 
Committee by November 1, 2014. 

 
 SM 74 STUDY RANCHING & RODEO HALL OF FAME, Sen. Muñoz — requests that 

New Mexico State University study the feasibility of creating a hall of fame for ranching, 
rodeo, and horse racing.
