HOUSEBILLS

EDUCATION APPROPRIATION ACT, Miera— appropriates over $1.9 billion from the
Generd Fund for Public School Support, including, among others, the State Equalization
Guarantee, Public School Transportation, the Ingtructiond Materia Fund, the Educationd
Technology Fund, the Incentives for School Improvement Fund, and other related
appropriations for public school support. (Succeeding entries: H 2)

GENERAL APPROPRIATION ACT OF 2004, Coll — makes generd appropriations
from the Genera Fund and authorizes the expenditures by agencies for FY 05; among its
provisions, gppropriates approximately $1.9 billion in Public School Support and education-
related appropriations from the Generd Fund to public schoolsin FY 05; public school
support gppropriations include the State Equadlization Guarantee, Public School
Trangportation, the Ingtructional Materia Fund, the Educationa Technology Fund, and the
Incentives for School Improvement Fund; and other related appropriations. (Succeeding
entries H 2)

GRANDPARENTS RAISING GRANDCHILDREN SERVICES, Boykin — appropriates
$72,000 from the Genera Fund to CYFD for FY 05 and FY 06 to provide servicesto
grandparents raisng grandchildren in Dofia Ana County, including support for obtaining after-
school care, trangportation, and tutoring for their grandchildren.

CREATE NM GOVERNMENT EDUCATION FUND, Luna — creates the New Mexico
Government Education Fund in the State Treasury, to be administered by PED.

MID-SCHOOL TEACHER SCIENCE & MATH TRAINING, Salazar — appropriates
$260,000 from the Generd Fund to the Board of Regents of NNMSS for FY 05 to provide a
program to improve the skills, technica knowledge, and teaching techniques of middle school
science, math, and technology teachers; and requires a program evauation

NORTHERN NM STATE SCHOOL TEACHER EDUCATION, Salazar — authorizesthe
Board of Regents of NNM SS to develop, implement, and seek accreditation for a
baccalaureate degree program in teacher education for the Espafiola campus, and appropriates
$200,000 from the Genera Fund to develop the program.

INDIAN YOUTH PROGRAM, Begaye — appropriates $500,000 from the General Fund to
the Office of Indian Affairsfor FY 05 to contract for culturadly relevant programs and services
for Indian youth in Gdlup. (May affect public schools)

IMPACT AID REVENUE AS FEDERAL REVENUE, Begaye — amends the Public School
Finance Act to reduce from 75 to 50 the percentage of federal Impact Aid that can be
consdered for purposes of the State Equdization Guarantee distribution.

H 43 KINDERGARTEN PLUSPILOT PROJECT, Sewart — appropriates $100,000 from the
Genera Fund to PED for FY 05 to fund the second year of the Kindergarten Plus Pilot
Project.

H 56a NMSU RURAL HEALTH AWARENESS PROGRAM, Garcia,MH — appropriates
$260,000 from the General Fund to the Board of Regents of NMSU for FY 05 to expand the
Cooperative Extenson Service Rurd Hedlth Awareness Program; and requires a program
evaduation. (May affect public schools)

H 57a NM ALLIANCE FOR MINORITY PARTICIPATION, Garcia,MH — appropriates
$250,000 from the Genera Fund to the Board of Regents of NMSU for FY 05 to support the
Alliance for Minority Participation and the Regiond Alliance for Science, Engineering and
Mathematics Students with Disabilities for severd programs, among them public school
outreach and teacher training; and requires a program eva uation.

H 69 CHILDREN’S PERFORMING ARTS PROGRAM, Varela — appropriates $75,000 from
the General Fund to the Office of Cultural Affairsfor FY 05 to contract with a nonprofit
performing arts program for children’s performing arts program services.

H 71 SOUTHEAST NM EDUCATIONAL RESOURCE CENTER, Heaton — appropriates
$365,000 from the General Fund to PED for FY 05 for an educational resource center serving
the southeastern regon of the state to support middle schools that implement career technica
education programs based on amodel developed by the Career Dreams Educationa
Foundation.

H 72a NMSU-CLOVIS SCIENCE CENTER RESEARCH PROGRAMS, Campos —
appropriates $582,000 from the Generd Fund to the Board of Regents of NMSU for
FY 05 to enhance certain research and education programs relating to water conservation and
agriculture; and requires a program evauation. (May affect public schools)

H 73a CREATE NMSU AEROSPACE ENGINEERING PROGRAM, Lujan,A — appropriates
$350,000 from the General Fund to the Board of Regents of NMSU for FY 05 to create an
aerospace engineering department; and requires a program evaluation. (May affect public
schools)

H 81 NM VIRTUAL SCHOOL EXPANSION, Heaton — appropriates $400,000 from the Generd
Fund to PED for FY 05 for the New Mexico Virtua School to provide statewide curriculum and
indruction through interactive technologies and to expand the New Mexico Virtua School into
middle schoals. (For the LESC)

*H 87 CREATE HEALTH CARE PURCHASING AUTHORITY, Picraux — creates the Hedth
Care Purchasing Authority, with 23 members, including general school personnel appointed by
the Governor upon recommendations from certain groups, specifies powers and duties of the
Authority, one of which isto procure health care benefits and other coverages authorized by
the Hedlth Care Purchasing Act in accordance with the Procurement Code; designates the
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Genera Services Department as the group policyholder for hedlth care benefit plans; creates
the Health Care Purchasing Fund, with separate subaccounts for participants of the Retiree
Hedth Care Act, the Group Benefits Act, the New Mexico Public Schools Insurance Authority
(NMPSIA), or aschool ditrict with more than 60,000 students; and provides for the transfer
of property from NMPSIA and other hedlth care authorities to the General Services
Department. (For the Governor) [Identical to *S 101]

H 91a NM NURSING EDUCATION SUPPORT, Taylor,JP — appropriates $500,000 from the
Genera Fund to the Board of Regents of NMSU for FY 05 to support the Bachelor of
Science in nursing program and to maintain the Master of Science in nursing progran and
requires a program evaluation.

H 95a MATH & SCIENCE TEACHER DEVELOPMENT, Stewart — appropriates $230,000
from the Genera Fund to PED for FY 05 to provide matching funds to expand professiond
development for mathematics and science teachers, and requires a program evauation. (For
the LESC)

H 97 SCHOOL BUS AIR CONDITIONING REQUIREMENTS, Sewart — requires al school
buses with whed chair lifts and 25 percent of al school buses used in aschoal digtrict to be air-
conditioned by school year 2007-2008; and provides awaiver process for districts whose
climates do not warrant air-conditioning. (For the LESC)

H 103a NMSU STUDENT WELLNESS CENTER, Cervantes — appropriates $160,000 from the
Genera Fund to the Board of Regents of NMSU for FY 05 to support the student wellness
centers program; and requires a program eval uation.

H 104a NMSU ARROWHEAD BUSINESS DEVELOPMENT CENTER, Cervantes —
appropriates $250,000 from the General Fund to the Board of Regents of NMSU for
FY 05 to support the Arrowhead Center for Business Development in the College of Business
Adminigration and Economicsto foster graduate education and economic development and
outreach; and requires a program eva uation.

H 107 EXEMPT NMMI FROM PUBLIC EDUCATION DEPT. RULES, Ponce — exemptsthe
New Mexico Military Ingtitute from PED rules and standards regarding specid education.

H 109 TUITION SCHOLARSHIPS FOR CERTAIN STUDENTS, Varela— extends digibility
CSH 109a for the lottery scholarship to otherwise qudified New Mexico resdent students who
& 426  graduate from a public high school within 100 miles of New Mexico and whose parents or

legal guardians have paid New Mexico income taxes for at least three years, extends digibility
to dl qudified students (graduating or earning aGED on or after May 1, 2003) who enroll in
an approved inditution of higher education within one year of graduating or earning a GED,;
extends the duration of the scholarship to two and one-haf consecutive years for sudents
attending atwo-year indtitution, up to a combined tota of four consecutive years for those
sudents transferring to a four-year inditution; and grants the military provison to New Mexico
resdent students who graduate from a public high school within 100 miles of New Mexico.
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H 119 NON-TRANSFERABLE COLLEGE CREDIT REIMBURSEMENT, Ponce — amendsthe
Postsecondary Education Articulation Act to require that, if a student’ s articulation complaint
regarding nonacceptance of transfer module credits for graduation is upheld, the receiving
indtitution must reimburse the student for the cogt of tuition, books, and fees of each course that
the student is required to repest; and to require that the recaiving inditution publish the
complaint process in the student handbook or otherwise notify transfer students of the process.

(For the LESC)

H 120 “STUDENT” IN TEACHER LOAN FOR SERVICE ACT, Heaton — amends the Teacher
Loan for Service Act to make funding available to a high school student and a student enrolled
in atwo-year inditution who signs an agreement declaring his intent to serve as a public school
teacher in a designated shortage areain New Mexico through a career pathway program prior
to enrollment in any two- or four-year teacher education program. (For the LESC)

H 121 SCHOOL DISTRICT EMPLOYEE BACKGROUND CHECKS, Swisstack — amendsthe
School Personnd Act to require fingerprint- based background checks of al public school
employees and of dl contractors and contractors employees who will have unsupervised
access to students; and to alow, through policy, alocal school board, regond education
cooperative, and charter school to have access to the records and related information obtained
through a fingerprint- based background check of a contactor’s employee. (For the LESC)

H 122a NMSU ARID URBAN TURF GRASS PROGRAM, Nufiez— appropriates $244,000 from
the Generd Fund to the Board of Regents of NMSU for FY 05 to establish an arid urban turf
grass education, research, and extension program in the Agronomy and Horticulture
Department; and requires a program evaluation. (May affect public schools)

H 126a IGNITION INTERLOCKS ON NEW & USED CARS, Martinez— requires that, after
January 1, 2008, al new motor vehicles, and after January 1, 2009, al used motor vehicles
offered for sdlein New Mexico must be equipped with an ignition interlock device; and defines
the term “motor vehicle’ to include school buses.

H 134a COMPETITIVE RESEARCH GRANT MATCH, Picraux — appropriates $1.5 million from
the General Fund to the Board of Regents of NM Tech for FY 05 and FY 06 to provide a50
percent match for agrant from the National Science Foundation for the experimenta program
to stimulate competitive research in a collaboration between the State Engineer and the state's
research universities in hydrology and water management systems; and requires a program
evauation.

H 136 CAREER TECHNICAL EDUCATION IN SCHOOL BUDGETS, Sapleton — amendsthe
Public School Finance Act to require that school districts demonstrate support for career
technical education offerings prior to PED’ s gpprova of the school digtricts budgets. (For the
LESC)
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AMEND CRIMINAL OFFENDER EMPLOYMENT ACT, Swisstack — amends the
Crimind Offender Employment Act to clarify that any public employer may discharge an
employee for any one of the causes specified inthe act. (For the LESC)

NMSU LIVESTOCK JUDGING PROGRAM, Moore — appropriates $150,000 from the
Genera Fund to the Board of Regents of NMSU for FY 05 to establish alivestock judging
program within the College of Agriculture and Home Economics, and requires a program
evauation.

CERTIFICATES ASADEQUATE YEARLY PROGRESS, Miera— adds anew section to
the Assessment and Accountability Act to require that a person who earns a GED within one
year of leaving apublic school without graduating be counted in the graduation rates of the last
public school attended for the purpose of mesting the federal requirement of adequate yearly
progress. (For the LESC)

CURFEW ENFORCEMENT ACT, Swisstack — enacts the Curfew Enforcement Act to
cover the time period from 12:00 am. to 5:00 am. for children under 18 years old and
includes an exception for activities authorized by a school, religious organizations, or
community organizations, or an emergency.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT CURFEW AUTHORITY, Park — amends the Children’s Code
to alow counties and municipalities to enact curfew ordinances for children under 18 years old.
(May affect public schoals)

PRESCRIPTION DRUG COPAYMENT STANDARDS, Vigil — amends the Procurement
Code and the Insurance Code to require standard co-payments for prescription drug
purchases through any hedlth care coverage or insurance that offers prescription drug
coverage. (May affect public school employees)

ALLOW EDUCATIONAL RETIREES TO RETURN TO WORK, Vigil — adds anew
section to the Educationa Retirement Act to dlow retired membersto return to employment as
a subdtitute without affecting their retirement benefits.

EDUCATIONAL RETIREE SERVICE CREDIT PURCHASES, Vigil — amendsthe
Educationd Retirement Act as it gpplies to persons who served in the US military or the Public
Hedlth Service to change the time period alowed for the purchase of service credit by adding
the deadline December 31, 2004, as an dterndtive to the existing deadline of three years after
the date of the member’ s employment following service.

INSTRUCTIONAL SUPPORT PROVIDER MINIMUM SALARY, Stewart — amends
the School Personndl Act to require PED to work with representatives of each of the
professions to establish a professond licensure and salary framework for certain ingructiona
support providers like that aready established for teachers; and requires PED to make
recommendations to the LESC and LFC by November 1 2004, make periodic reports to the
LESC, and make afinal report to the LESC and the LFC by November 1, 2005.
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H 177 PUBLIC EMPLOYEE COST-OF-LIVING INCREASES, Varela — appropriates
approximately $86.5 million from the General Fund to DFA for digtribution to the appropriate
state agencies to provide a 3.0 percent cost-of-living sday increase in FY 05 for public
employees and public school employees. (Succeeding entries. H 2)

H 179a LOTTERY SCHOLARSHIPS FOR TRIBAL INSTITUTIONS, Harrison — amends statute
to extend the lottery scholarships to students enrolled at the New Mexico campuses of the
Crownpoint Inditute of Technology, Diné College, or the Indtitute of American Indian and
Alaska Native Culture and Arts Development.

H 191a COMMUNITY COLLEGE JOINT SOFTWARE INITIATIVE, Rodella— appropriates
$1.2 million from the Generd Fund to the Community College Board of Santa Fe Community
College (SFCC) for FY 05 to fully implement ajoint administrative software initiative to serve
SFCC, Northern New Mexico State School, and New Mexico Junior College; and requires a
program evaution.

H 198 SANTA FE MUSEUM-BASED SUMMER DAY CAMP, Trujillo — appropriates
$125,000 from the Genera Fund to PED for FY 05 to develop, in collaboration with the Santa
Fe Public Schools, amodd museum-based community summer day camp program at Agua
Fria Elementary School in Santa Fe.

H 199 DEVELOPBULLYING PREVENTION PROGRAMS, Taylor,JP — definestheterm
CSH 199  “bullying’; requires PED to etablish guideines for bullying prevention policies by loca school
boards; requires each loca school board to promulgate a bullying prevention policy by August
2005; and requires each public schoal to implement a bullying prevention program by August
2007. (For the LESC)

H 216a SCHOOL ANTI-DISCRIMINATION PROGRAMS, Park — appropriates $100,000 from
the Generd Fund to the Board of Regents of UNM for FY 05 to contract for an anti-
discrimination and anti-bias-related violence education program; and requires a program
evauation

H 217 SALE OF GO BONDSTO NMFA, Larrafiaga — amends the Finance Authority Act to
exclude generd obligation bonds from private sde by a“qudified entity” to the New Mexico
Finance Authority. (May affect public schools)

H 218 TECHNOLOGY ASSISTANCE LOAN PROGRAM, Townsend — appropriates
$519,000 from the Genera Fund to PED for FY 05 for the Technology Assistance Program of
the Vocational Rehabilitation Divison to administer a statewide low-interest or no-interest loan
program for persons with disabilities.

H 219 CHILD CARE ASSISTANCE, King — appropriates $10.0 million from the General Fund to
CYFD for FY 05 for child care assstance. (May affect public schools)
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TOBACCO SETTLEMENT REVENUE APPROPRIATIONS, Beam — among other
appropriations, gppropriates $8.0 million from the Tobacco Settlement Revenuesto the
Department of Hedlth for comprehensive tobacco use prevention and cessation programs,
including school-based youth and parent programs.

NATIONAL BOARD TEACHER CERTIFICATIONS, Stewart — appropriates $200,000
from the Generd Fund to PED for FY 04 and FY 05 to provide matching funds to recruit and
support teachers for certification by the National Board for Professond Teaching Standards.

PUBLIC SCHOOL TEACHER INCOME TAX CREDIT, Park — amends the Income Tax
Act to provide a credit of up to $5,000 to any public school teacher in New Mexico who is
licensed by PED and who files an individua New Mexico income tax return.

TUITION PAYMENT FOR HIGHER EDUCATION COURSES, Sapleton — amends
Satute to require school digtricts to transfer to atwo-year or four-year inditution of higher
education the tuition and fees for any student who, during the term, is counted in the
membership of the public schoal digtrict and who will receive high school credit for coursework
at the four-year indtitution unless the school digtrict and the ingtitution agree to reduce or wave
the tuition and fees. (For the LESC) [Identicd to S 1454]

TAOS COUNTY TEEN PREGNANCY PREVENTION, Gonzales — appropriates
$104,000 from the General Fund to the Loca Government Division of DFA for FY 05to
support contractual services for ateen pregnancy prevention program in Taos County. (May
affect public schools)

PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT TEACHER TRAINING, Miera— appropriates $1.0
million from the General Fund to PED for FY 05 to contract with a community-based
organization for the Strengthening Qudity in Schools Initiative.

SMALLER LEARNING COMMUNITIES PILOT PROJECT, Trujillo — appropriates
$100,000 from the General Fund to PED for FY 05 to support a smdler learning communities
pilot project to provide academic remediation and individudized learning support for students
a Santa Fe and Capital high schools. [Identical to S 242]

SAN JUAN COUNTY YOUTH CHARACTER BUILDING, Begaye — appropriates
$50,000 from the Generd Fund to PED for FY 05 for a character building program for
underprivileged and Native American youth in San Juan County.

MINIMUM TEACHER SALARY PHASE-IN, Stewart — amends the School Personnel
Act to accelerate the implementation of the phase-in of minimum salaries for teachers under the
three-tiered licensure framework, so that, for school year 2004- 2005, the minimum salary for a
Leve 2 and aLeved 3 teacher will be $40,000 and for school year 2005-2006 the minimum
sdary for aLeve 3 teacher will be $50,000; and appropriates approximately $26.3 million
from the Generd Fund to the State Equalization Guarantee for FY 05 to fund the accelerated
sdary schedule.
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MEDIA LITERACY CURRICULUM, Sewart — appropriates $150,000 from the Genera
Fund to the Economic Development Department for FY 05 to develop a curriculum for public
school studentsin kindergarten through 8™ grade that includes media literacy skillsin the areas
of math, science, technology, and successful study habits. (For the LESC)

QUEMADO INDEPENDENT SCHOOL DISTRICT FUNDS, Tripp — appropriates
$37,500 from the Generd Fund to PED for FY 05 for professonad development in the
Quemado Independent School Didtrict.

RESERVE INDEPENDENT SCHOOL DISTRICT FUNDS, Tripp — appropriates
$37,500 from the Generd Fund to PED for FY 05 for professond development inthe
Reserve Independent School Didtrict.

PUBLIC SCHOOL RESOURCE REQUIREMENT STUDY, Ponce — appropriates
$250,000 from the General Fund to PED for FY 05 to study the resources needed by public
schools to provide opportunities for public school students to meet state and federa
performance standards. (For the LESC)

SCHOLARSHIP QUALIFICATION TIME LIMITS, Marquardt — eliminatesthe
requirement thet, to quaify for alottery tuition scholarship, sudents must enroll ina
postsecondary ingtitution within a prescribed time period.

OTERO COUNTY ARTS EDUCATION PROGRAM, Marquardt — appropriates
$35,000 from the General Fund to the Loca Government Division of DFA for FY 05 for a
visud and performing arts education program for primary, secondary, and postsecondary
students in Otero County.

STATEWIDE INDEPENDENT LIVING SERVICES, Marquardt — appropriates
$330,000 from the Genera Fund to the VVocational Rehabilitation Divison of PED for FY 05
to contract with centers for independent living statewide to provide a cost- of- living adjusment,
gart independent living programs in unserved counties, and support rurd independent living
sarvices. [ldentical to S 216]

PUBLIC EMPLOYEE INSURANCE CONTRIBUTIONS, Varela— among its provisons,
amends statute to increase the percentage contribution required of employersand to raise
category limitsin the employees sdlary scadle. (May affect public school employees)

CREATE EDUCATION STABILIZATION FUND, Taylor, TC — cregtes the Education
Stahilization Reserve within the Appropriation Contingency Fund, to condst of a portion of the
temporary additiona distributions from the Permanent School Fund (provided by Condtitutiona
Amendment 2, in 2003) and other money appropriated or transferred to the reserve upon a
finding by the Legidaure that the money will be needed in the future to maintain educationa
reforms; prescribes criteriafor appropriations from the reserve; and requires the State
Treasurer, each month from FY 05 through FY 12, to transfer to the Education Stabilization
Reserve one-eighth of the additiond digtribution that is deposited in the Current School Fund.
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ELECTRONIC GOVERNMENT ACT, Heaton — enacts the Electronic Government

Act to inform the public about the affairs of government and the acts of its

offidas and to establish an dectronic government and management structure to provide
oversght, review, fiscd monitoring, strategic planning, and policy development for the date's
electronic government inititives, creates the Information Technology Commission and
prescribes its duties; requires the Governor to designate a state agency as the lead agency for
Sate eectronic government activities, alows this lead agency, upon request, to offer assstance
or expertise on dectronic government to various public entities, anong them public school
digtricts, and appropriates $50,000 from the General Fund to the commission for FY 04 and
FY 05 for certain start-up expenses.

MIDDLE & HIGH SCHOOL SUPERCOMPUTER TRAINING, Gonzales — appropriates
$160,000 from the General Fund to the Board of Regents of NM Tech for FY 05 for a
gatewide program that trains middle and high school studentsin the use of supercomputers,
improves the skills and technica knowledge of sudents, and improves teaching techniquesin
science, mathematics, engineering, and technology; and requires a program eva uation.

OFFICE OF PEACE ACT, Coll — enactsthe Office of Peace Act; creates the Office of
Peace, adminidratively attached to DFA and directed by the Chief of Peace; prescribes duties
for the Chief of Peace related to school and gang violence; creates the Commission of Peace
Education and Training as well asthe office of Director of Peace Education and Training and
prescribes duties of the director; creates other related commissions and councils, one of which,
the Citizens Peace Advisory Council, includes three public school educators as members; and
appropriates $250,000 from the General Fund to the Office of Peace for FY 05 to carry out
the provisons of the act.

NUTRITION ACT, Coll — enacts the Nutrition Act to improve the qudity of food grown in,
produced in, or imported into New Mexico or exported from New Mexico, among other
purposes; cregtes the Deputy Secretary for Nutrition in the Department of Environment;

creates the Nutrition and Food Safety Division in the department; prescribes powers and duties
of the deputy secretary and the department; creates the Nutrition Council, one of whose
members is the Secretary of Public Education or a designee; and prescribes duties of the
council, one of which is, through PED, to advise school digtricts on the development of nutrition
courses for secondary school students. [Identical to S 273]

BACCALAUREATE PROGRAM IN TEACHER EDUCATION, Rodella— appropriates
$100,000 from the Generd Fund to the Board of Regents of Northern New Mexico State
School for FY 05 to plan and devel op a baccaaureate program in teacher education at the

Espaiola campus.

TEACHER PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT NETWORK, Lujan,B — appropriates
$142,000 from the Genera Fund to PED for FY 04 and FY 05 to extend a professiona
development network of secondary school English teachers to improve the reading, literacy,
and technology skills of their students; and prescribes activities for the network.
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H 310 FATHERHOOD & FAMILY STRENGTHENING PROGRAM, Taylor,JP — appropriates
$2.0 million from the TANF block grant to HSD for FY 05 to contract with the Cooperative
Extenson Service for a statewide program to strengthen families and promote father
involvement to help create stable families. (May affect public schools)

H 328a SCIENCE & MATH TEACHER TRAINING AT NM TECH, Tripp — appropriates
$250,000 from the Genera Fund to the Board of Regents at New Mexico Tech for FY 05 to
continue training New Mexico teachersin science, mathematics, and technology to meet the
requirements and standards for highly qudified teachers for New Mexico; and requires a
program eva uation.

H 56la CONSOLIDATED PUBLIC HEALTH PROGRAM PURCHASE, Picraux — among its

S 305a PUBLIC EMPLOYEE BENEFIT CONTRIBUTIONS, Beffort — amends statute to require
that the group insurance contributions of state departments or agenciesin the executive,
legidative, and judicia branches be afixed dollar amount according to sdary and to require
that the Legidature determine and appropriate the amount available for group insurance
benefits and contributions each year. (May affect PED)

S 312 BACCALAUREATE PROGRAM IN TEACHER EDUCATION, Martinez— appropriates
$100,000 from the Genera Fund to the Board of Regents of Northern New Mexico State
Schoal for FY 05 to develop a baccdaureate program in teacher education at the Espafiola
campus.

*S 314 ELECTRONIC GOVERNMENT ACT, Smith— enacts the Electronic Government Act to
establish an eectronic government and management structure to provide oversight, review,
fiscal monitoring, Strategic planning, and policy development for the State' s eectronic
government initiatives; crestes the Electronic Government Commission and prescribes its
duties; requires the Governor to designate a State agency as the lead agency for state eectronic
government activities; and alows this lead agency, upon request, to offer assstance or
expertise on eectronic government to various public entities, among them public school
digtricts.

S 319 TEEN PARENTING & PREGNANCY PREVENTION PROGRAM, Lopez —
appropriates $1.3 million from TANF maintenance of effort funding to PED for FY 05 to
provide secondary parenting classes and case management, on-Site childcare services, and
fatherhood support groups to reduce out-of-wedlock births.

S 328 HISPANIC AFFAIRS ACT, Aragon — enacts the Higpanic Affairs Act and creates the
Office of Hispanic Affairs, adminigratively attached to HSD; prescribes duties of the office,
among them to study issues important to Hispanics, like education, and to act as an advocate
for Higpanic residents of New Mexico; creates the Office of Higpanic Affairs Fund in the State
Treasury, to be administered by the office; and appropriates $250,000 from the General Fund
to the Office of Hispanic Affairsfor FY 05 and subsequent fiscd years to implement the
provisions of the bill.
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CURFEW ENFORCEMENT ACT, Payne — enacts the Curfew Enforcement Act to
cover the time period from 12:00 am. to 5:00 am. for children under 18 years old and
includes an exception for activities authorized by a school, church, or community organization

LOTTERY SCHOLARSHIPS FOR TRIBAL INSTITUTIONS, Tsosie — amends statute to
extend the |ottery scholarships to students enrolled in postsecondary indtitutions created by an
Indian nation, tribe, or pueblo or by the federal government.

STATE EMPLOY EE GROUP INSURANCE CONTRIBUTIONS, Romero — amends
group insurance statutes to phase in an increase in the percentage of the required employers
contribution to state employees group insurance (including public school employees), as well
asto raise category limitsin the employees sdlary scde with permanent implementation
effectivein FY 05; and includes temporary provisions to hold employees harmless for any
sdary increases between January 2005 and January 2006. (For the Governor)

DROPOUT PREVENTION PROGRAMS, Sanchez,B — appropriates $1.0 million from the
Genera Fund to PED for FY 04 and FY 05 to contract with a private nonprofit organization to
establish dropout prevention programs in certain counties.

NUTRITION IN SCHOOLS ACT, Campos — enacts the Nutrition in Schools Act; requires
PED to egtablish rules to control the sale of competitive foodsin the public schools; prescribes
conditionsfor the bility of beveragesin public schools; and includes atemporary
provison to accommodate contracts currently in effect.

CAPITAL PROJECTS ACT, Campos — enacts the Capita Projects Act; creates the 12-
member Capital Projects Council, one of whose membersis the CHE Director, to evaluate and
prioritize statewide and local capita outlay projects and to monitor and oversee projects
authorized by the Legidature so that appropriations are expended in an equitable and cost-
effective manner; prescribes duties of the council; and providesthat, after July 1, 2005, an
agency, politica subdivision, indrumentdity, or inditution of the state may submit a proposd for
acagpitd project. (May affect public schools)

NONRESIDENT STUDENT TUITION DIFFERENTIALS, Leavell — requires the
governing boards of community colleges and technica vocationd inditutes to waive the
nonresident tuition differentia for students who live in another state or country within 135 miles
of the ingtitution and to negotiate reciproca agreements with those border sates; and dlows
the board of regents of the parent ingtitution of a branch community college to waive the
nonresident tuition differentia for students who live in another state or country within 135 miles
of the indtitution without the other states participating in areciproca agreement.

LOW-INCOME FAMILY RELATIONSHIP TRAINING, Boitano — appropriates
$200,000 from the General Fund to HSD for FY 05 to contract with nonprofit organizationsin
Dofia Anaand Berndillo counties to provide public advertisng campaigns on avariety of
topics, among them educeation in high schools on relationship skills.
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PUBLIC SCHOOL CAPITAL OUTLAY COUNCIL CHANGES, Nava— changesthe
membership of the Public School Capitd Outlay Council to exclude the Director of the LESC
and the Director of the Legidative Council Service and replace them with the Chair of the
House Education Committee and the Chair of the Senate Education Committee; and adds two
public members appointed by the Governor.

STATE EMPLOY EE GROUP INSURANCE CONTRIBUTIONS, Romero — amends
group insurance statutes to exclude ingtitutions of higher education and public schools from a
proposed increase in the percentage of the required employers contribution to state
employees group insurance, as well asto raise category limitsin the employees sdary scae
effective in FY 04; and includes temporary provisons to hold employees harmless for any
salary increases between January 2005 and January 2006.

SOFT DRINK TAX ACT, Kidd — enactsthe Soft Drink Tax Act to impose an excise tax on
any wholesaler who sdlls soft drinks, as defined in the bill; provides certain exemptions, credits,
and deductions; and creates the Soft Drink Medicaid Fund, to be administered by HSD and to
support the state Medicaid program exclusively.

CAPITAL PROJECTS REVIEW ACT, Shyder — enactsthe Capital Projects Review Act to
cregte ajoint interim capita projects review committee to evauate and prioritize proposed
satewide and loca capita outlay projects and to monitor projects authorized by the
Legidature to ensure that appropriations are expended in the most codt- effective manner;
creates the Capita Projects Review Committee, composed of Six representatives appointed by
the Speaker of the House and six senators gppointed by the President Pro Tempore of the
Senate; prescribes duties of the committee; and exempts certain projects from committee
review, among them capita projects funded pursuant to the Public School Capital Outlay Act.
(May affect public schools)

BELEN SCHOOLSLIBRARY MATERIALS, Sanchez,M — appropriates $25,000 from
the Generd Fund to PED for FY 05 to purchase library materids, including DV Ds, computer
software, and videos, for the Belen Consolidated Schoals.
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EARLY CHILDHOOD PROGRAM & TEACHER SUPPORT, Nava — appropriates
$500,000 from the Genera Fund to CY FD for FY 05 to provide support for professionaly
trained early childhood teachers and early childhood programs to ensure that children are ready
for school when they enter kindergarten. [ldentical to H 405]

REGIONAL EDUCATION TECHNOLOGY ASSISTANCE, Nava — appropriates
$500,000 from the Generd Fund to PED for FY 05 for the Regiona Educationa Technology
Assgance (RETA) Program.

GADSDEN BULLYING & VIOLENCE PREVENTION, Nava — appropriates $50,000
from the Generd Fund to PED for FY 05 to contract for the devel opment, implementation, and
evauation of abullying and violence prevention program in the Gadsden Independent Schools.

CONTINUE NMSU SABER Y HACER CURRICULUM, Nava — appropriates $30,000
from the Generd Fund to the Board of Regents of NMSU for FY 05 to continue devel opment
of the saber y hacer curriculum to provide college prep training Satewide for Hispanic
students.

CHARTER SCHOOL STANDARDS, Leavell — among its provisions, amends the 1999
Charter Schools Act to provide amediation process to resolve disputes between charter
schools and their respective school digtricts; to authorize the Secretary of Public Education to
alow a charter school to maintain separate facilities but for purposes of caculating SEG
program units, to require that the separate facilities must be trested as a Sngle schoal; to clarify
charter schools' access to school digtrict property and capita funding; to require that charter
schoal facilities meet life, hedth, and safety codes and adequacy standards; and to require that,
after January 1, 2009, dl charter schools applying for renewa be housed in public buildings,
with certain exceptions.

WNMU TEACHER TECHNOLOGY TRAINING, Rainaldi — appropriates $15,000 from
the Generd Fund to the Board of Regents of WNMU for FY 05 to provide training for
teachers to use educationa technology and to purchase related equipment, including software
and videotapes.

BERNALILLO & SANTA FE COMPUTER CLUB HOUSES, Aragon — appropriates
$450,000 from the Genera Fund to CY FD for FY 05 to fund computer club housesin
Albuquerque, Berndillo, and Santa Fe. (May affect public schools)

CHAVES COUNTY CHARACTER COUNTS PROGRAM, Jennings — appropriates
$70,000 from the Generd Fund to PED for FY 05 to contract for Character Counts program
sarvices in Chaves County.

CONSTRUCTION MANAGER QUALIFICATIONS, Shyder — amends statute to amend
the terms of a contract between a state agency or loca public body and a construction
manager who subcontracts with subcontractors; and to specify duties of a construction
manager. (May affect public schools)

CHANGE EDUCATIONAL RETIREMENT CONTRIBUTIONS, Jennings — amends the
Educationa Retirement Act (ERA) to increase by 1.0 percent the contribution rates of
members and of loca adminigtrative units, and gppropriates $40.0 million from the Genera
Fund to the Educationa Retirement Fund for FY 05 and subsequent fiscal years to make
disbursements pursuant to the ERA.

$252,000 from the Genera Fund to PED for FY 05 to ingtall avideo serieson the
department’ s webdite targeted a middle school students to motivate them toward careers that
require trained employees.

NM SYMPHONY PROGRAM AT HISPANIC CENTER, Romero — appropriates
$20,000 from the General Fund to the Office of Cultural Affairsfor FY 05 to provide for
educationd services by the New Mexico Symphony Orchestra for the Nationa Hispanic
Cultura Center. (May affect public schools)

ALBUQUERQUE SCIENCE & ENGINEERING FAIR, Romero — appropriates $300,000
from the Genera Fund to the Locd Government Divison of DFA for FY 05 to provide for a
stience and engineering fair in Albuquerque. (May affect public schools)

TEACHER PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT TRAINING, Romero — appropriates
$1.5 million from the Generd Fund to PED for FY 05 to contract with a community-based
organization to work for continuous improvement in student achievement and performance by
providing Badrige-based training and consulting to school personnd, school board members,
students, parents, PED personnel, community college partners, college of education partners,
and members of the community.
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NATIVE AMERICAN BILINGUAL PROGRAM ASSESSMENT, Griego — appropriates
$150,000 from the Generd Fund to the Bilingua Multicultura Education Unit at PED for FY
05 to contract for an assessment of existing Native American bilingua programs, including an
evauation of the strengths, needs, and future direction of the programs.

SEX & PARENTING EDUCATION CURRICULUM PLANNING, Nava — appropriates
$150,000 from the Generd Fund to PED for FY 05 to assist public school digtrictsin
curriculum planning to provide sex education, including information about teen pregnancy and
parenting, that is congistent with the desires of parents and communities and aligned with Sate
standards and benchmarks.

EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITY INCOME TAX CREDIT, Kysar — adds anew section
to the Income Tax Act to dlow acredit for the amount of cash contributions to a public school
digtrict in New Mexico to support extracurricular activities.

ENMU HOBBS EDUCATIONAL CENTER, Ingle — appropriates $145,000 from the
Genera Fund to the Board of Regents of ENMU for FY 05 to establish an educational center
in Hobbs that offers bachelor’s and master’ s degrees in education and a master’ sdegree in
business adminigration.
