1. On page 1, line 12, after “FOR” insert “SUPERVISED”.
2. On page 2, line 4, strike "magistrate or metropolitan".

3. On page 2, line 6, after "offense", insert "at the time of
sentencing".

4. On page 2, strike lines 22 through 25 in their entirety
and insert in lieu thereof:

"C. A person who has been placed on supervised probation
as provided for in this section shall, after one year spent on
supervised probation, have thirty days of the person's supervised
probation changed to unsupervised probation for every thirty days
served without a probation violation; provided that a person shall
not be eligible for a reduction in supervised probation time under
this subsection if the person is on parole and has time on parole
credited toward probation time pursuant to Paragraph (1) of
Subsection B of this section."".
