SECTION I1I: NARRATIVE

BILL SUMMARY

Synopsis:

HB86 strengthens protections for trafficking victims, expand legal definitions, eliminate legal
loopholes for traffickers, and ensure harsher penalties for offenders.

The bill eliminates the statute of limitations for human trafficking offenses, allowing
prosecution at any time. The legal age for sexual exploitation of children by prostitution is
increased from 16 to 18 years old. Any person hiring, profiting from, or permitting a minor
(under 18) to engage in prostitution is guilty of a felony. Human trafficking is added to the
definition of "racketeering", allowing authorities to use anti-racketeering laws to prosecute
traffickers. Expands the definition of human trafficking to include, debt-based coercion,
where traffickers use financial obligations to control victims, any form of harm (physical,
psychological, financial, or reputational) used to force someone into labor or sex work,
clarifies that victims cannot be charged with crimes like prostitution. Defendants cannot
claim the victim consented (especially if they are a minor), they did not know the victim’s
age, the intended victim was actually a law enforcement officer posing as a minor. Victims of
human trafficking and sexual exploitation are added to the Victims of Crime Act, granting
them additional legal protections and support. Human trafficking offenders will be prohibited
from earning meritorious deductions on their prison sentences, meaning they must serve their
full term without early release.
