Synopsis:

The committee substitute for HB 296 modifies Section 7. The substitute does not modify 
Sections 1 through 6, or Section 8.

Section 7 amends Subsection (A)(2) to clarify that out-of-state CPAs practicing in New 
Mexico without a state certificate must also meet the education and accounting requirements 
specified in NMSA 1978, Section 61-28B-8 (“Qualifications for a certificate as a certified 
public accountant.”).

The Committee Substitute HB296 would still likely require the New Mexico Public Accountancy 
Board to update its rules. The NMDOJ provides counsel to the Board and would need to review 
the proposed rule changes and may need to advise the Board on the rulemaking process and 
defend the rulemaking should there be any challenges. 

HB296’s proposed changes in education requirements and applicability to other jurisdictions 
may require additional resources of the NMDOJ to prosecute and defend on behalf of the state 
for licensing matters that may arise. 

Additional proposed language in the Committee Substitute HB296 changes requiring out of state 
applicants to meet educational requirements would likely increase the number of licensed 
individuals in the State and require additional resources of the NMDOJ to prosecute and defend 



on behalf of the State.
