BILL SUMMARY 

 

Synopsis:  

House Bill 383 (HB383) amends Section 30-6-1 NMSA 1978, which deals with crimes against 

children and dependents. Section 1, subsection J of the bill, would amend Section 30-6-1-J 

NMSA 1978 to add fentanyl to methamphetamine, where now knowing or intentional exposure 

to either of these two drugs would represent prima facie evidence of child abuse. House Bill 

383 Fentanyl Exposure as Child Abuse appropriates $500 thousand from the general fund to 

Department of Public Safety for the purpose of investigating child abuse and neglect cases, 

including those involving fentanyl.
