BILL SUMMARY 
 

Synopsis: 
 
SB11 enacts an “Anti-distraction Policy” and will require the public education department to 
encourage school districts and charter schools to adopt anti-distraction policies to promote 
academic success and positive student social development. The Bill provides reimbursement 
to schools and charters for the acquisition of specialized storage equipment necessary to 
implement an adopted anti-distraction policy. A ten million dollar appropriation from the 
general fund will be granted to the Public Education Department for expenditure in fiscal 
years 2026 through 2028, any unused funds remaining at the end of fiscal year 2028 will 
revert to the general fund.
