BILL SUMMARY
Synopsis: SB 45 amends the Indigent Hospital and County Health Care Act to allow county
health care assistance funds to be used for insurance premiums and cost sharing for insured

indigent patients.

This bill has no impact on UNM HSC or UNMH because Bernalillo County doesn’t have a
county healthcare assistance fund, instead providing support to UNMH through a voter-approved
mill levy.
