BILL SUMMARY 
Amends the Enhanced 911 Act to require internet and wireless service providers to provide 

location information to a law enforcement agency for a device used to send a 911 emergency 

communication. The disclosure is to be made upon request and only for the purpose of 

responding to a 911 communication or emergency situation that involves the risk of death or 

serious physical harm.

PERFORMANCE IMPLICATIONS 
The bill will enhance the response of first responders to the scene of a critical incident involving the risk 
of death or serious physical harm by providing the current location data for any device used directly to the 
public safety answering point without the need of obtaining a warrant and allowing for faster response 
times.
