BILL SUMMARY 
 

Synopsis: An act relating to military children; correcting a reference to a United States code 
provision in the interstate compact on educational opportunity for military children. Bill 
would amend § 11-8B-1 NMSA 1978 to strike the verbiage of “Sections” of 10 U.S.C. and 
replace with “Chapters” 1209 and 1211 respectively.   

 
FISCAL IMPLICATIONS – No Fiscal Impact (NFI).  
 
SIGNIFICANT ISSUES – The language of this bill does not include Title 32 New Mexico 
National Guard Active Guard and Reserve members (which are active-duty full time duty status 
members). 
 
PERFORMANCE IMPLICATIONS – The agency supports correcting reference requirements 
to the United States code in relation to interstate compacts for educational opportunities for 
military children.

AMENDMENTS – Recommend the bill be amended to include: A. "active duty" means full-
time duty status in the active uniformed service of the United States, including members of the 
National Guard and Reserve on active-duty orders pursuant to 10 U.S.C. and Title 32 New 
Mexico National Guard members on Active Guard and Reserve (AGR) status. 
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
