BILL SUMMARY

Synopsis:

SB 155 amends Section 30-16-8 NMSA 1978 (concerning embezzlement) so that the amounts
embezzled would be aggregated over a 12-month period to determine the penalty that should be
imposed.

FISCAL IMPLICATIONS

SIGNIFICANT ISSUES

Embezzlement is not a crime for which many people are incarcerated in the state. As of June 30
2024, there were seven people incarcerated for embezzlement. In FY24, there were three
admissions for embezzlement on a new charge. One has to have embezzled over $500 to receive
a felony sentence for embezzlement. Aggregating amounts over a 12-month span might lead to
more people with felony convictions for embezzlement.

It is difficult to determine what the effect of passing SB 155 would be on the state’s prison
population, but it could lead more people being incarcerated by the Corrections Department. The
average per day cost to incarcerate someone in the state’s prison system is $155.63/day; this
average includes private and public facilities.
