Senate Bill SB384 appropriates one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000) from the general fund to
the New Mexico Department of Agriculture (“Department”) in fiscal year 2026 to plan, develop,
and create a Rio Hondo watershed district. Any unexpended or unencumbered balance remaining
at the end of fiscal year 2026 would revert to the general fund.
