COVID-19 Cases

A total of 449 cases have been identified with Pueblo of Isleta 
affiliation. 

The month with the greatest number of cases was in 
November 2020 with 153 cases. As a result, the following 
was discovered: 

• The month with the greatest number of hospitalizations 
was November 2020, with a total of 12. 

• Average age: 58 YEARS
• Female: 52%

• Male: 48%

• The month with the greatest number of deaths was 
December 2020 with a total of 5 deaths, accounts for 55% 
of total deaths. 

• Average age: 73 YEARS
• Female: 12.5%

• Male 87.5%

COVID-19
Testing
• There are two types of COVID-19 tests used by the IHC 

COVID-19 Response Team, a rapid point-of-care and a 
PCR test that is sent to the lab for analysis. 

• The COVID-19 testing is continuous and includes 
symptom screening, surveillance, and testing for contact 
tracing/monitoring strategies at the Pueblo of Isleta. 

• July 2021, IHC performed over 500 tests for COVID-19, 
which reveals the capacity that has been built over time 
to increase access and availability for testing/screening.
