Challenge 3
● Funding re lie f is not automatic

○ School districts are  le ft to float funds until re lie f funds are  made  available
○ If funding is allocated and economy experiences changes

■ Grants are  not re -calculated to mee t economic changes
● Example  (recent pandemic)

○ Outside  of Adequacy & Impact Aid Capital Improvement Grants
■ Money pre -pandemic would have  mostly covered costs

● With pandemic e ffect, cost increased and in some cases doubled
○ District had to reallocate  funds to make  up diffe rence

○ PSFA slated BSD for new school (Naaba Ani replacement)
■ Pandemic wiped available  funds for the  project

● School is on state  list for replacement
○ District has to be  strategic in prioritizing how to use  and protect cash balances especially since  it is subject to 

volatility due  to economics, unforeseen circumstance , and community approval.
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
