1. On page 3, line 13, before the comm, insert "and limted
rate regulation to the extent provided in Subsection D of this
section”.

2. On page 4, line 6, strike the closing quotation nark.

3. On page 4, between lines 6 and 7, insert the follow ng
new subsecti on:

"D. New Mexico rates proposed by a generation and
transni ssion cooperative shall be filed with the comri ssion in the
formof an advice notice, a copy of which shall be sinmultaneously
served on all nenber utilities. Any nmenber utility may file a
protest of the proposed rates no later than twenty days after the
generation and transm ssion cooperative files the advice notice.

If three or nore New Mexico nmenber utilities file protests and the
conmi ssion determnes there is just cause in at |east three of the
protests for reviewi ng the proposed rates, the conm ssion shal
suspend the rates, conduct a hearing concerning reasonabl eness of
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t he proposed rates and establish reasonable rates. Each protest
must contain a clear and conci se statenent of the specific grounds
upon which the protestant believes the proposed rates are

unr easonabl e or otherwi se unlawful; a brief description of the
protestant's efforts to resolve its objections directly with the
generation and transm ssion cooperative; a clear and conci se
statenent of the relief the protestant seeks fromthe conm ssion;
and a formal resolution of the board of trustees of the protesting
menber utility authorizing the filing of the protest. 1In order to
det erm ne whet her just cause may exist for review, the conmm ssion
shal | consi der whet her each protestant has exhausted renmedies with
t he generation and transm ssion cooperative or whether the
generation and transm ssion cooperative has unreasonably rejected
the protestant's objections to the proposed rates. A nenber
utility shall present its objections to the generation and

transm ssion cooperative in witing and allow a reasonabl e peri od
for the generation and transm ssion cooperative to attenpt
resolution of, or otherw se respond to, those objections. A
peri od of seven days after receipt of witten objections will be
deened reasonabl e for the generation and transm ssion cooperative
to provide a witten response to the nenber utility, but a witten
response is not required if such time period extends beyond twenty
days after the date on which the generation and transm ssion
cooperative filed the advice notice. The generation and

transni ssion cooperative and its nenbers are expected to nmake a
good faith effort to resolve the nmenber utility's objections to

t he proposed rates during that period of tinme."".
