Section 1. Section 9-5B-2 NVSA 1978 (being Laws 1992,
Chapter 91, Section 2) is anended to read:

"9-5B-2. PURPCSE. - -

A. The purpose of the New Mexico Youth
Conservation Corps Act is to provide:
(1) a process to enploy young persons in

public projects that conserve New Mexico's natural resources
and provide community benefits of |asting value; and

(2) a process for review ng and approving
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vocational prograns that are part of a juvenile construction

industries initiative for juveniles who are commtted to the

custody of the children, vouth and famlies departnment.

B. New Mexico will benefit by having its natura
and urban environnments inproved and enhanced and its youth
instilled with an appreciation of natural resources,
cooperation, hard work and acconplishnent.™

Section 2. Section 9-5B-6 NMSA 1978 (being Laws 1992,
Chapter 91, Section 6) is anmended to read:
"9-5B-6. COW SSI ON- - PONERS AND DUTI ES. - -

A.  The conmi ssion may:

(1) accept gifts, devises, grants and
donations fromothers to carry out the provisions of the New
Mexi co Yout h Conservation Corps Act;

(2) request assistance and staff support
fromthe departnent;

(3) enploy such personnel as necessary to
carry out the provisions of the New Mexico Youth Conservation
Cor ps Act;

(4) delegate responsibility for the
adm ni stration and i npl ementati on of conservation projects,
corps menbers' enpl oynent and supervision, project
coordi nati on and ot her program matters;

(5) establish work canps and | ong-term
residential facilities to house corps nenbers and their
supervi sors; and

(6) contact potential sponsors and fundi ng
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sources for support.

(1) adopt rules and regul ations that are
necessary for the proper administration of the New Mexico
Yout h Conservation Corps Act;
