House Bill 44 would remove from the Public Regulation Commission (PRC) regulatory jurisdiction retail sale 
of digital subscriber line (DSL) service. 

Significant Issues

The Federal Communications Commission (FCC) has asserted its authority over interstate DSL, which is 99 
percent of the business. The bill would remove the remaining 1 percent of intrastate DSL from the PRC.

FISCAL IMPLICATIONS

Enactment of House Bill 44 would decrease the workload on the PRC.
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
