BILL SHORT TITLE: Imposing a fee to support the Mandatory Financial Responsibility Act and fund a multi-language driver's license testing program.

CONFLICTS, DUPLICATES, COMPANIONS:  SB-348

DESCRIPTION: This measure amends the Motor Vehicle Code to impose an annual $2 fee on all vehicles registered in New Mexico whose great is less than 26,000 pounds. Of each $2 fee, $1.20 is to be earmarked for enforcing the Mandatory Financial Responsibility Act, while $.80 is earmarked for maintaining a multi-language driver's license testing program.

The estimate assumes approximately 1,548,000 registrations. Of the $3.1 million in estimated registration fees, approximately $1.86 million would support enforcement of the Mandatory Financial Responsibility Act, while $1.24 would fund a multi-language driver's license testing program. 

ADMINISTRATIVE IMPACT: By providing increased financial support for enforcing the Mandatory Financial Responsibility Act and multi-language testing program, the proposed measure would improve administration of New Mexico's transportation system.
