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inspiration, pleasure and spiritual renewal for our citizens of
diverse cultures and for the visitors to our state; and

WHEREAS, today our rivers are often polluted, dammed,
dredged or depleted; and

WHEREAS, we, who have received so much from our great
rivers, so seldom pause to express our appreciation for our
rivers and streams and our concern for the future well-being of
our rivers and all that depend upon them;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF NEW MEXICO that February 20, 2001 be declared
"Celebrate New Mexico Rivers Day".
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
