BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF NEW MEXI CO
Section 1. SHORT TITLE.--This act may be cited as the “CGeneral Appropriation Act
of 2002".
Section 2. DEFINITIONS.--As used in the General Appropriation Act of 2002:
A.  “agency” neans an office, departnent, agency, institution, board, bureau,
conm ssion, court, district attorney, council or conmttee of state governnent;
B. “efficiency” neans the neasure of the degree to which services are
efficient and productive and which are often expressed in ternms of dollars or tine per

unit of output;
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C. “expenditures” neans costs, expenses, encunbrances and ot her financing
uses, other than refunds authorized by |law, recognized in accordance with generally
accepted accounting principles for the legally authorized budget anounts and budget
peri od;

D. “explanatory” neans information that can help users to understand reported
performance neasures and to eval uate the significance of underlying factors that may have
affected the reported information;

E. “federal funds” neans any paynents by the United States governnent to state
gover nnment or agenci es except those paynents nmade in accordance with the federal M neral
Lands Leasi ng Act;

F. “full-tinme equivalent” or “FTE” nmeans one or nore authorized positions that
t oget her receive conpensation for not nore than two thousand ei ghty-ei ght hours worked in
fiscal year 2003. The cal cul ation of hours worked includes conpensated absences but does
not include overtine, conpensatory time or sick |eave paid pursuant to Section 10-7-10
NVBA 1978;

G “general fund’” neans that fund created by Section 6-4-2 NMSA 1978 and
i ncludes federal M neral Lands Leasing Act receipts and those paynents made in accordance
with the federal block grant and the federal Workforce Investnent Act, but excludes the
general fund operating reserve and the appropriation contingency fund;

H  “interagency transfers” means revenue, other than internal service funds,
legally transferred from one agency to anot her;

. “internal service funds” neans:
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(1) revenue transferred to an agency for the financing of goods or
services to another agency on a cost-rei nbursenent basis; and
(2) unencunbered bal ances in agency internal service fund accounts
appropriated by the General Appropriation Act of 2002,
J. “other state funds” neans:
(1) unencunbered, nonreverting bal ances in agency accounts, other than in
internal service funds accounts, appropriated by the General Appropriation Act of 2002;
(2) all revenue available to agencies from sources other than the general
fund, internal service funds, interagency transfers and federal funds; and
(3) all revenue, the use of which is restricted by statute or agreenent;
K. “outconme” neans the neasure of the actual inpact or public benefit of a
pr ogr am
L. “output” neans the neasure of the volune of work conpleted, or the |evel of
actual services or products delivered by a program
M  “performance nmeasure” neans a quantitative or qualitative indicator used to
assess a program
N. “prograni nmeans a set of activities undertaken in accordance with a plan of
action organized to realize identifiable goals and objectives based on |egislative
aut hori zati on;
O *“quality” neans the neasure of the quality of a good or service produced
and is often an indicator of the tineliness, reliability or safety of services or

products produced by a program
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P. “revenue” neans all noney received by an agency from sources external to
t hat agency, net of refunds and other correcting transactions, other than fromissue of
debt, liquidation of investnents or as agent or trustee for other governnental entities
or private persons;

Q “target” neans the expected |evel of performance of a progranis performnce
nmeasures; and

R “unforeseen federal funds” nmeans a source of federal funds or an increased
anount of federal funds that coul d not have been reasonably anticipated or known during
the second session of the forty-fifth |egislature and, therefore, could not have been
requested by an agency or appropriated by the | egislature.

Section 3. GENERAL PROVI SI ONS. - -

A, Ampunts set out under columm headi ngs are expressed in thousands of
dol | ars.

B. Amounts set out under column headi ngs are appropriated fromthe source
i ndi cated by the colum heading. Al anounts set out under the colum headi ng “Internal
Servi ce Funds/Interagency Transfers” indicate an intergovernnental transfer and do not
represent a portion of total state governnent appropriations. Al information designated
as “Total s” or “Subtotals” are provided for information and are not appropriations.

C. Anmounts set out in Section 4 of the General Appropriation Act of 2002, or
so nmuch as may be necessary, are appropriated fromthe indicated source for expenditure
in fiscal year 2003 for the objects expressed.

D. Unencunbered bal ances in agency accounts remaining at the end of fiscal
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year 2002 shall revert to the general fund by October 1, 2002, unless otherw se indicated
in the General Appropriation Act of 2002 or otherw se provided by |aw.

E. Unencunbered bal ances in agency accounts remaining at the end of fiscal
year 2003 shall revert to the general fund by October 1, 2003, unless otherw se indicated
in the General Appropriation Act of 2002 or otherw se provided by |aw

F. The state budget division shall nonitor revenue received by agencies from
sources other than the general fund and shall reduce the operating budget of any agency
whose revenue from such sources is not neeting projections. The state budget division
shall notify the legislative finance commttee of any operating budget reduced pursuant
to this subsection

G Except as otherw se specifically stated in the General Appropriation Act of
2002, appropriations are made in that act for the expenditures of agencies and for other
pur poses as required by existing law for fiscal year 2003. If any other act of the
second session of the forty-fifth |egislature changes existing lawwith regard to the
name or responsibilities of an agency or the nanme or purpose of a fund or distribution,
the appropriation nmade in the General Appropriation Act of 2002 shall be transferred from
the agency, fund or distribution to which an appropriation has been nade as required by
existing law to the appropriate agency, fund or distribution provided by the new | aw.

H I n August, Cctober, Decenber and May of fiscal year 2003, the departnent of
finance and adm nistration, in consultation with the staff of the legislative finance
comm ttee and ot her agencies, shall prepare and present revenue estimtes to the
| egi sl ative finance conmttee. |If these revenue estimates indicate that revenues and
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transfers to the general fund, excluding transfers to the general fund operating reserve,
t he appropriation contingency fund or the state-support reserve fund, as of the end of
fiscal year 2003, are not expected to neet appropriations fromthe general fund, then the
departnent shall present a plan to the legislative finance conmttee that outlines the
met hods by which the adm ni stration proposes to address the deficit.

|. Pursuant to Sections 6-3-23 through 6-3-25 NVBA 1978, agenci es whose
revenue from unforeseen federal funds, fromstate board of finance |oans, fromrevenue
appropriated by other acts of the legislature, or fromgifts, grants, donations,
bequests, insurance settlenents, refunds, or paynents into revolving funds which exceed
specifically appropriated anounts, may request budget increases fromthe state budget
division. |f approved by the state budget division, such noney is appropriated. In
approvi ng a budget increase fromunforeseen federal funds, the director of the state
budget division shall advise the legislative finance conmttee as to the source of the
federal funds and the source and anount of any matching funds required.

J. For fiscal year 2003, the nunber of permanent and termfull-tinme equival ent
positions specified for each agency shows the nmaxi mum nunber of enpl oyees intended by the
| egi sl ature for that agency, unless another provision of the General Appropriation Act of
2002 or another act of the second session of the forty-fifth |egislature provides for
addi ti onal enpl oyees.

K. Except for gasoline credit cards used solely for operation of official
vehi cl es and tel ephone credit cards used solely for official business, none of the
appropriations contained in the General Appropriation Act of 2002 nmay be expended for
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paynment of credit card invoices.

L. To prevent unnecessary spendi ng, expenditures fromthe General
Appropriation Act of 2002 for gasoline for state-owned vehicles at public gasoline
service stations shall be made only for self-service gasoline; provided that a state
agency head may provi de exceptions fromthe requirenent to accommbdate di sabl ed persons
or for other reasons the public interest may require.

M When approvi ng operating budgets based on appropriations in the General
Appropriation Act of 2002, the state budget division is specifically authorized to
approve only those budgets that are in accordance with generally accepted accounting
principles for the purpose of properly classifying other financing sources and uses,
including interfund, intrafund and interagency transfers.

N. No noney appropriated in the General Appropriation Act of 2002 shall be
used to pronote the legalization or decrimnalization of controll ed substances.

Section 4. FISCAL YEAR 2003 APPROPRI ATI ONS. - - Under gui del i nes devel oped by the
state budget division, in consultation with the legislative finance commttee, each
agency for which appropriations are made or for which performance neasures are
established in this section shall file a report with the state budget division and the
| egi sl ative finance comm ttee anal yzing the agency's performance relative to the
performance neasures and targets in this section. The reports shall be submtted
quarterly for certain performance neasures and after the end of fiscal year 2002 for the
remai ni ng neasures. The state budget division, in consultation with the |egislative

finance commttee, shall develop a |list of key performance neasures for quarterly
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reporting. The reports shall conpare actual performance for the report period with
targeted performance based on the level of funding appropriated. In devel opi ng

gui delines for the subm ssion of agency perfornmance reports, the state budget division,
in consultation with the |legislative finance commttee, shall establish standards for
the reporting of variances between actual and targeted performance | evels. The reports
filed wwth the state budget division and the |l egislative finance commttee anal yzing
agency performance shall include a detailed listing and sunmary of changes in fees

i nposed by the agency and a detailed |listing and summary of all changes of rules by the
agency. Each of the sunmmaries nmust include the agency's justification for the change in
addition to any relevant neeting notes fromthe public hearing where the action
occurred. The quarterly and year-end reports for the period ending June 30, 2003, shal
be filed with the state budget division and the |egislative finance commttee on or

bef ore Septenber 1, 2003.

It is the intent of the legislature to continue to inprove inplenentation of
the Accountability in Governnent Act by enphasizing neasures that are neaningful to the
public and neasures that cross agency lines by including themin the General
Appropriation Act of 2002. The legislature expects inplenentation of the Accountability
in Governnment Act to inprove as additional agencies submt performance-based budget
requests and as agencies, the departnent of finance and adm nistration and the
| egislative finance conmttee continue to cooperate on the devel opnent of prograns,
performance neasures and targets. For those agencies that have already submtted
per f or mance- based program budgets, the | egislature expects continued refinenent of
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measures to inprove their consistency, reliability and rel evance, and continued enphasis
on defining and neasuring the constituent activities of a program

Unl ess explicitly stated otherw se, each of the program neasures and the
associated targets contained in this section reflect performance to be achieved for
fiscal year 2003. In cases where there are no targets for output, outcone, efficiency or
qual ity neasures, agencies are expected to develop baseline data for fiscal year 2003
and to propose targets when submtting budget requests for fiscal year 2004.

In concert with the annual agency strategic planning process required by the
state budget division, the state budget division shall require strategic plans,
including internal and external assessnments and devel opnent of prograns and perfornance
measures, be coordi nated anong the state agency on agi ng, human services departnent,
| abor departnent, department of health and the children, youth and famlies departnent.
