road 273 for Riverside elementary school in the Gadsden independent school district in Dona Ana
county; and

six hundred thousand dollars ($600,000) for road improvements to Hot Peppers, Shiprock and
Finley roads in the Mountain View subdivision in Chaparral in Dona Ana county; and

« to the local government division of the department of finance and administration

one hundred twenty-five thousand dollars ($125,000) to expand the Chaparral hedlth clinic in
Dona Ana county;
