VWHEREAS, the |egislative education study comm ttee
participated in the education initiatives and accountability
task force's deliberations and endorsed its educational reform
recomendations to inprove the state's public education system
and i ncrease students' acaden c and soci al success; and

VWHEREAS, the task force conpleted its two-year assignnent
and reconmended a sweepi ng, conprehensive education reform
package, which was passed in the 2001 | egislative session but
vet oed by the governor; and

WHEREAS, in light of the gubernatorial veto, the
| egi sl ati ve education study conmmttee created an ad hoc
comrittee to continue to focus |egislative and public
attention on the 2001 education reformlegislation and the
urgent need to inprove teacher quality, increase schoo
accountability and support student achi evenent;
