Mexico parent teacher association has undertaken a wide range

of successful initiatives, from providing hot lunches,

immunizations and health screenings for school children to

advocating for important program and curriculum improvements;

STATE OF NEW MEXICO that on the ninetieth anniversary of the

founding of the New Mexico parent teacher association, the

organization be recognized and commended for the invaluable and
