Pursuant to the Constitution of the State of New Mexico, Article IV, Section 5(B)(2), I am referring to the Senate for its consideration during the Forty-Eighth Legislature, Second Session 2008, submission of a bill to revise the definition of “sex offender”; reduce the time sex offenders have before they have to register with the County Sheriff; lengthen registration periods for certain sex offenders; require a sex offender to provide additional registration information; amend sections of the sex offender registration and notification act; reconcile multiple amendments to the same sections of law in Laws 2007; declare an emergency.
