BILL SUMMARY 
 

Synopsis:  House Bill 193 (HB193) amends the duties of the Legislative Education Study 
Committee (LESC), establishing the LESC shall study all public education in New Mexico, 
removing the prohibition against duplicating studies conducted by the higher education 
department. 

 
FISCAL IMPLICATIONS  
 
HB193 would lead to increased spending at higher education institutions to comply with requests 
from the LESC. 
 
SIGNIFICANT ISSUES 
Under current statute, the LESC is charged with studying K-12 education, within higher 
education institutions LESC may only study the training of certified teaching personnel, HB193
