BILL SUMMARY

Synopsis:

House Bill 517 would enact a new section of Chapter 21 NMSA 1978 to require public post-
secondary educational institutions to provide free condoms to students; enacting a new section
of the public school code to require school districts to provide free condoms to public
secondary school students.
