Synopsis: 
 
FISCAL IMPLICATIONS  
 
The fiscal impact to municipalities would likely be minimal. Municipalities may incur some 
limited additional administrative and staff costs to administer the provisions of HB554.

SIGNIFICANT ISSUES 
 
House Bill 554 infringes on local planning and zoning authority. Planning and zoning decisions 
should remain at the local level given the significant differences in needs and local approaches 
across the state regarding community zoning composition.  
 
Municipalities currently enact ordinances and have local planning and zoning boards to manage 
permitting processes and decisions. These decisions are most appropriately left to individual 
local governments. Local government oversight of zoning and permitting of accessory dwelling 
units and multifamily housing—in alignment with other zoning and permitting processes—is 
important to properly address and balance local community needs.
