BILL SUMMARY

Synopsis: Under NMSA 1978, 8-5-2.1, the attorney general may charge fees to state agencies
for legal services. Senate Bill 385 (“SB385”) as proposed would amend language of NMSA
1978, 8-5-2.1 and create a more specific, consistent, and reliable way for setting the fees for

the legal services by tying them to the fees already in use by the New Mexico Risk
Management Division.

Section 1:

SB385 proposes to amend NMSA 1978, Section 8-5-2.1 by specifying how the NMDOJ may
charge state agencies for its legal services. The rates proposed are tied directly to the relates
for attorneys “in a current contract between the risk management division of the general
services department and counsel providing legal services to the risk management division.”
The amendment creates a fair and open approach to setting fees that ensures financial
predictability for all agencies in need of legal services from the NMDOJ and Attorney
General.
