Section 1. Section 60-6A-15 NVSA 1978 (being Laws

1981, Chapter 39, Section 32, as anended) is anended to read:

C. nmunufacturer's license as a rectifier, one
thousand fifty dollars ($1, 050);

D. wholesaler's license to sell all alcoholic
beverages for resale only, tw thousand five hundred dollars
(%2, 500);

E. wholesaler's license to sell spirituous
liquors and wine for resale only, one thousand seven hundred
fifty dollars (%1, 750);

F. wholesaler's license to sell spirituous
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liquors for resale only, one thousand five hundred dollars
(%1, 500);

G wholesaler's license to sell beer and wi ne for
resale only, one thousand five hundred dollars ($1, 500);

H  wholesaler's license to sell beer for resale
only, one thousand dollars ($1, 000);

I. wholesaler's license to sell wine for resale
only, seven hundred fifty dollars ($750);

J. retailer's license, one thousand two hundred
fifty dollars (%1, 250);

K. dispenser's |license, one thousand two hundred
fifty dollars (%1, 250);

L. canopy license, one thousand two hundred fifty
dol lars (%1, 250);

M restaurant |icense, one thousand dollars
(%1, 000);

N. club license for a club wth:

(1) one hundred fifty or fewer nenbers, two
